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By Mr. Stanfield: -l. How many requests for the use of the privilege of
using the word "Royal" has the Government considered within the past two
years?

2. How many such requests have been approved and to whom, were they
granted?

3. How many such requests have been refused?

4. How many are stili pending?

5. Has the Government of Canada or the Government of the United King-
dom refused to iecommend to the Sovereign any such petitions?

6. Are there any conditions on the use of the word "Royal", and if so,
what are they?

The Bill No. 393, An Act to readjust the Representation in the House of
Commons, was again considered in Committee of the Whole, reported with
amendments, considered as amended, and ordered for a third reading at the
ncxt sitting of the House.

By leave, the bouse then reverted to "Motions" under "Routine
