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Point Ricli. I am informed by my chief
engineer that it costs about $ 1,000 for the
equipping and $500, for maintenance per
year. The more important lighthouses cost
about $40,000 each to erect.

-Mr. DANIEL. Accordîng to the Auditor
General's Report, it costs from $4,000' to
$5,000 a year to keep them up. Ia there any
drawback on the material used in building
ships in Canada P

Mr. FIELDING. There are certain things
in the free list, but apaît from that there
lias been for many yeaîs a system of draw-
backs based on so mucli per ton. That how-
ever, was devised in the days of the old
wooden ships, and is not adapted to present
conditions. In the case of the wooden
ships it remains, but it is not adapted to
modern steamships.

Mi. DANIEL. When a very large vessel
is buiît on our inland waters, the amount
of duty paid on the material entering into
its construction is very heavy, and thai
mnay be one of the reasons why it costs so
mucli more to build a vessel in this coun-
try than acîoss the water. One way to as-
sist the shipbuilding industry in Canada
would be to allow the materials te corne in
free of duty. As a matter of fact oui navi-
gation companies on the Atlantic and Paci-
fic go to England for their steamers be-
cause they can get them built there veîy
mucli cheaper; but if the governent would
help the îndustîy in the way I auggest,
that rnight go a considerable way towaîds
encouraging the building -of these steamers
in Canada.

Mr. CROSBY. I did not notice any
amount for a liglithouse at Owl's head.

Mi. BRODEUR. It has been decided to
build a liglithouse at that point, and there
is an arnount in the estirnates for that pur-
pose.

Mr. ARTHURS. Has the depaîtrnent an
engineer who reports on questions of liglit-
bouses and lights before the matter is
brouglit to the Liglithouse Board? And
wha are the Liglithouse Board? Are its
members principally from the maritime
provinces or do> they include men who are
familiar with the conditions of inland
watersP

Mr. BRODEUR. Lately, we decided to
ask the president of the Dominion Marine
Association, which is cornposed of those
interested in shipping on the Great Lakea
te join the Lighthouse Board. And the
other day, at a meeting of the Lighthouse
Board, this gentleman and also the secre-
tary of the association were present. The
Shipping F'ederation is also represented oh
the board *by its president, and there is s
representative frorn Britishi Columbia. Be-

aides these three, there are the deputy min-
ister, the chief engineer-or, in bis absence,
the assistant chief engineer-the commis-
sioner of lights- and the chairman of the
Quebec Harbour Commission; these com-
pose the board.

Mr. AUTHURS. Last y*ear and the year
before I brought to the attention of the de-
partment the necesaity for improving the,
lights on Lake Nipissing, particularly the
one at Callender. The application was for
a gas buoy at or near the rnouth of South
East bay. This was refused by the Liglit-
bouse Board, for reasons that I could not
understand. I arn sure it will appeal to,
the mînister or any practical mnan that,
where there la' one gas buoy, the additiona,
coat of the upkeep of anotber liglit would be
small. There is one on Lake Nipisaing,
and the application was for another. The
lights on Lake Nipissing bave been there
for twenty or twenty-five years without be-
ing improved. The ahipping on tbat lake
has vastly increased aside altogether fromn
pleasure boats whicb are very numerous.
There ahould be a liglit at the mouth of
Soutb East bay anld also. une at the mouth
of South river, going towaîd the village of
Nipiaaing. It costs the department a
mucb, I am sure, to keep tbe littie light-
bouse tbat la there now-practically a ian-
tern on a pole-as to maintain a mnoderni
gas buoy or a ligbtbouae. I would press
upon the rniniater very strongly the advis-
ability of looking after this matter in some
way, because, undoubtedly, the present,
condition will result in a very serions acci-
dent some day and pîobably loss of life. If
the departmnent bas an officer of tbe kind
I have spoken of I think it would be advis-
able to have him go up and make a report
on the condition of these lights. I arn
confident lbat the report of this officer
would be to the eff.ect that the lights ahould
be improved.

Mi. BRODEUR. I might inform. ry
bon. friend (Mr. Aithurs) that a-man was
sent up there, but, unfoitunately, bie died.

Mr. ARTHURS. Will the bion. minister
say that bie will send up another manP

Mr. BRODEUR. Yes.

Mr. JAMESON. In the report of the
minister at page 13, I flnd it stated that the
New Brunswick agency 'extenda along the
coast of the province in the Bay of Fundy,
including part of Nova Scotia as far as Yar-
mouth and around the coast on the north
aide of the province.' The otber evening
we bad sorne discussion witb regard to, St.
John and Halifax agencies, and the minis-
ter said that there were two ships' one of
which bie could not transfer acroas the Bay
unleas tbe Halifax agency were divested
of the service of the Bay of Fundy. Frorn
