quantity of seed now in existence is about 
4,000 bushels.

After this year’s produc­
tion is known, details as to prices and 
procedure for obtaining supplies will be an­
nounced. “Parkland” barley is suitable for 
use in the three prairie provinces and is 
particularly well adapted to the black soil 
zones.

I believe the 
white paper will be brought down in due 
course which will outline defence policy, 
and when the department’s estimates are 
before the house members can go into these 
matters just as thoroughly as security pre­
cautions will permit.

Mr. Nesbitt: Possibly I might redirect the 
same question to the Secretary of State for 
External Affairs.

Hon. L. B. Pearson (Secretary of State for 
External Affairs): Mr. Speaker, I am whole­
heartedly in accord with the answer just 
given by the parliamentary assistant to the 
Minister of National Defence.
