
that area wiil reaJ.ize, have weil over $100,000
invested and they are not getting any more by
way of return today than an average factory
worker.

These people are feeding the nation, and I
wouid say it is true of ail farmers in Canada
that thay are the most efficient producers of
agricuitural produca to be found anywhere
in the world. Moreover they are faeding this
nation with the chaapast produced food any-
whera aise in tha world. This is one of the
reasons I arn not; ashamed to ask that this
interest rate be reconsidered. When we think
of ail the other things we are doing for
industry, for area development boards and
everything aise, I do not think it is asking
too much if we make sure that our agricul-
tural industry is given a low interast rate in
this regard.

Last night one of the membars from Prince
Edward Island expounded certain theories on
the Farm Credit Corporation. One of the
matters I feel strongly about is the refusai
of the corporation to maka a boan when they
designate a farm operation as an unaconomic
unit. My own view on this is that we should
have enough people able to go into the fiald
and say, when they find a farmn is not an
economnic operation and the farmaer wants
$20,000, that the corporation will land him
$30,000 to put hiin in a sound economic posi-
tion, in a position where his children, along
with the other children in the neighbourhood,
wiil be able to anjoy the rights and privileges
enjoyed by every other citizen in the country.

I also feel that the establishment of an
appeal board should be considered. It is
claimad that this is covered by the regulations,
but I feel it should be written in in black
and white. Civil servants have an appeal
board to whom. thay can go if they are not
satisfiad on something. Unions and other
bodies make provision for appeals as well.
People can appeal to the local membar of
pailiament, but if tha appeilant is a Con-
sarvative and he appeals to me, and stil
nothing is done, ha will say: "I knaw tha
dirty beggar would not do anything for me
because he knew I was a Conservative." I
amn not exaggerating this because it is a real
probleni. Thesa people should be able to go
to an indapandent board. I gather from. many
farmn organizations that a good many farmers
,and business people would be prepaied to sit
on an appeal board for which they would
charge the goverinent nothing. They would
know the local problems better than anyone
S200. or 2,000 miles away frm, -the probleni.

Farm Credit Act
I am n ot gomng to congratulate anyone on

the administration of the Faim Credit Cor-
poration, because when 55 per cent of the
money borrowed by our farmers, as I said
before, is being borrowed from, Shylocks, and
the like, we are not meeting the needs of
agriculture in Canada. However, I realize the
commitments made by the Minister of Agri-
culture and the committee he has set up wiil,
we can rest assured, deal with these problems.

Mr. Dauceti: Mr. Chairman, I should like to
ask the minister an important question. 1
have had many requests frorn persons who
wishad to purchasa a farm and had part-time
gainful employment, to leava the farmn to
thair wives and f anilias to operate until they
had sufficient means to carry on the pursuit
of farming. I know that in the past the loan
board did not look upon this type of applicant
very favourably. 1 fuily appreciate that in
order for him. to be a desirable applicant hae
must, first of ail, know something about farm-
ing; and it is understood that within s0 many
years ha will take ovar and operate the farmn
himself. I am wondering how the board
would look upon an application of this kind
under the new act.

Mr. Hays: Mr. Chairman, in raply to the
hon. member for Lanark, accordmng to page
17 of the regulations:

No lban shall be made on the security of farmn
land that is flot part of a farmi unit of sufficient
size to Produce. under the operation of the appi-
cant, revenue which, together wlth any supple-
mnentary izicomne, Is sumfcient-

And so on. As long as he astablishes to the
satisfaction of the Faim. Cradit Corporation
that his major income will be fromn the f arm,
then hie is entitled to a boan. If he was, sa>',
a pilot for Air Canada he would not be en-
titled to a loan. We have flot touched this part
of the ragulations. Even if ha had an economic
unit and was a fairly substantial chap there
aie provisions in the regulations which do
not permit him. to borrow money under the
Farm Credit Act for additional land or chat-
tels. However, I would be glad to consider
this matter and hand it over to the comn-
mittee. But we have not changed the regula-
tions; they are left exactly as before.

Mr. Doucti: So that a man making an ap-
plication under those circumstances would
not have any chance, or at least very little
opportunity, of getting a loan; but a farmner
can borrow money for his son or his cousin?

Mr. Rays: Yes; provided the major part of
his income is from this enterprise then he
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
