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medical, dentistry and engineering associations
about employment opportunities or does it instead
depend on information of Canada manpower
service?

Hon. Allan J. MacEachen (Minister of
Manpower and Immigration): The Depart-
ment’s Canada Manpower Centres frequently
obtain information describing employment
opportunities, their location and salary from
employers and provincial associations by
telephone and visits. This information is
obtained to counsel clients seeking employ-
ment, to place clients (including immigrants)
in employment, and to obtain information
necessary in the filling of employment vacan-
cies listed by employers. Canada Manpower
Centres and the Department’s regional offices
also frequently obtain information from pro-
vincial associations as part of their job in
understanding these labour markets. The
head office in Ottawa periodically obtains in-
formation from national associations on
opportunities for new university graduates.

DELIVERY OF MAIL, CHARLOTTETOWN

Question No. 789—Mr. MacLean:

Has the Post Office Department received any
complaints of slow delivery of mail in the Char-
lottetown area and, if so, what action has been
taken to investigate and correct the cause of such
slow delivery?

Hon. Eric W. Kierans (Postmaster General
and Minister of Communications): Yes, a total
of 16 complaints were received. Each was
investigated and where the cause of delay
could be determined, steps were taken to
prevent recurrence.
