Hon. Allan J. MacEachen (Secretary of State for
External Affairs): 1. The creation of the Latin America
Division was approved on September 22, 1972 with effect
from July 1, 1972.

2. It was never declared unilingual French. It was how-
ever declared a French-language unit in September, 1973.
A French-language unit uses French as its main language
of work within the Public Service. Service to the public,
however, is always assured in both official languages.

3. The Director of the division is Mr. Pierre Tanguay, his
classification is SX-1 and his salary range is from $27,000
to $32,500.

4. It is the policy of the Government that answers
should not be given to questions that are obviously con-
trary to the spirit of the Canadian Bill of Rights.

5. Forty-three employees are employed full-time. There
are no part-time employees.
