IMPOSITION OF TARIFF ON CORN IMPORTS FROM UNITED 
STATES

Mr. Elliott Hardey (Kent): Mr. Speaker, the Canadian 
Import Tribunal made its final assessment last Friday and 
upheld the countervailing duty applied by the Government of 
Canada to imports of grain corn from the U.S. The final figure 
is $1.21 Canadian or U.S. 84.9 cents. Corn producers in 
Ontario who initiated the action are pleased even though it 
does not bring them totally out of the doldrums of poor market 
conditions.

What is important, however, is that Canada has proven that 
it is deficiency and subsidy programs which have devastated 
the farmers of Canada. We have made a stand against the 
injurious effects of the U.S. Farm Bill and this stand has been 
noted around the globe. Moreover, it is important that 
Canadian corn growers get more out of the market-place and 
less from government assistance in order to protect 
stabilization programs.
