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What a shame that once again the Canadian food
industry and Canadian farmers were victimized by a
sensational headline.

LEBANON-CALL FOR ASSISTANCE FROM CANADIAN
GOVERNMENT

read with remorse about the worsenmng conditions Of
countries in the Middle East. nhe wars rage on and leave
in their path the destruction of both property and life.

UNEMPLOYMENT INSURANCE

PROPOSED CHANGES IN PROGRAM-IMPACr ON RURAL
AREAS

training programs, I want to cite an incident in my riding
that illustrates one of the fundamentai problems for
working people in rural areas.

However, when she experiences a periodic lay-off and
wants to look for work, she is told that she is flot eligible
for unemployrnent mnsurance because she does flot have
adequate transportation. 'hat is obviously an assumaption.
lin policy created by someone with no understandmng of
rural life.

A similar instance is that of farmers who have been
asked to leave farms ini order to qualify for unemploy-
ment insurance benefits.

I oeil on the Minister to ensure that there is regional
consultation in the unemployment insurance policy de-
velopment and that rural Canadians are considered an
important part of the workforce, as they are. It is tirne for
the Government to understand the real needs of ail
Canadians.

CANADA POST

POSSIBLE CLOSURE 0F POST OFFICE AT NEUSTADT,
ONTARIO

Mr. Gus Mitges (Bruce-Grey): Mr. Speaker, the
village of Neustadt in my riding of Bruce-Grey has had
a post office for 120 years, and it is now in danger of
losing it.

Neustadt is a municipality on the move. It is undergo-
ing a dramatic transformation from a farm village to a
crafts and tourist village, which has increased business
and tourist use of the post office faciîities. It is also the
birthplace of the Rt. Hon. John George Diefenbaker,
former Prime Minister of Canada. The home where he
was born is being restored, which has generated and
attracted a great deal of attention from ail across
Canada.
