AIl that is happening now is whether there is consent
for the hon. parliamentary secretary to propose the
motion.

Other hon. members have asked the question. 'Me
hon. member for M6gantic-Compton-Stanstead and
the hon. member for Hull-Aylmer have raised the
point of what the procedure is.

Mr. Speaker, I want to make it very clear
that I do not want to have this situation brought before
the House in such a way as it may cause a debate that I
think may cail a number of the concerns of members into
some sort of game playing situation.

I think it i.s pretty clear to the House what the Bloc
Quebecois is trying to do and I do not want to play its
game.

Mr. Speaker: The hon. member does not want to
proceed and as a consequence that is the end of the
issue, at least for today.

PETITIONS

ROYAL CANADIAN MOUNTED POLICE

Mr. Nelson A. Riis (Kamloops): Mr. Speaker, it is a
delight to present a petition on behaif of a number of
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residents of Kamloops, British Columbia, who are asking
the government to ensure that the Royal Canadian
Mounted Police receives adequate funding at a time
when its mandate needs to be fulfilled more than ever
before and there may be some question of reduction in
federal support.

GOODS AND SERVICES TAX

of greater Kamloops there are literally thousands of
namnes on this petition opposing the goods and services
tax.
