Clouds.—Against much rain the clouds increase very last,

especially before tliunder. ^^'hen they are formed like tleeces,

but dense in the middle, and bright towards tlic edge, witli tlio

sky bright, they arc signs of a frost, witli hail, snow or rain.

If they form high in the air, hi thin white trahis, like locks of
wool, they port«»nd wind and probably rain. ^Vllen a general
cloudncsa covers the sky and small black fragments of clouds
