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tend the boundaries of the province o! Que-
bec upon such terms and conditions as
may be agreed to by the legislature o! Que-
bec without reference to -the other pro-
vinces.

Mr. PUGSLEY. My bhon. friend imust see
that It Is upon terns and conditions to be
agreed tipon. by the legIsiature and by tis
pariiament. Therefore, it will be quite
open to this pariiament to sgay to the legis-
lature o! Quebec : We wiI agree to extend
the bounàIaries, but upon the condition that
the old province o! Quebec shaii be tbe
pivot of representation, and that, with re-
gard to the added territory, it shail stand
exactiy in the samne position as the other
provinces.

Mr. LENNOX. But New Brunswick
would have no say exeept as represented
by this parliament.

Mr. PUGSLEY. And If I understood for
a moment that this parliarnent was co«n-
mitting ltself lu any way on the question o!
representation, 1 -would hesitate before be-
ing a party to the mensure before the
Hlouse. But I understand that It is entire-
ly open to this parliament to safeguard the
Interests of the other provinces with respect
to representation. My own opinion is that
it would be a proper and generous thing on
the part of parliatment and the iarger pro-
vinces to agree that the representationb-f
the simahier provinces shouid be rester-
ed-

Mr. DANIEIL. Would the minister allow
nie a question? H1e said that there was
nothing ln this mensure to affect the repre-
sentation. I would Ilke hlm to say whether,
lu his opinion, It is possible te Increase the
area of! the province o! Quebec wlthout
affecting the representation o! every pro-
vince ln the Dominion?

-Mr. PUGSLEY. Does net my hon.
f rIend see that ail this resolution. does Is
simpiy to commit parliament to en ex-
pression of an opinion as to what would
be the proper boundaries of the dîfferent
provinces? It does nlot ln any way deter-
mine the ternis and conditions up-on which
the boundaries are to be eniarged. It ex-
pressly provides :

That, upon the legisiature of the province
of Quebec coasenting ithereto, it Is expedient
to extend the boundaries of the said province,
upon such terns and conditions as rnay be
agreed to by the said legisinture and by par-
liament.

Mr. CROOKET. And without any stipu-
lation with respect to lts effect upon the
representation of the other provinces.

Mr. PUGSLEY. It seems to me that my
hon. !riend does not wish to understand the
meaning of thîs clause. It expressiy re-
serves to parliament the right to stipulate
as to the terms and conditions upon which

the boundaries shttll be enlarged. I was,
going to say, speakIng for myseif mndlvi-
dually, and as a representative of the mari-
time provinces, that I would hope that when
these boundaries are extended, and when
this proposition Is crystallized by an Act of
parliament, the larger provinces, includlng
the province of Quebec, would be generous
enough to agree that the representation of
the srnaller provinces shahl be restored to
what It was at the time of confederation.

,MT. H'AGGART. Would you have power
to do that without an alteration of the Im-
periai Act?

Mr. PUGSLÀEY. It is very clear that
the British North America Act wiil have te
be altered; but I presume that an expression
of opinion from the various provinces
throughi their legisîntures, and the consent
thereto by this parliament, wouid be ai!
that would be necessary in order to have the
Imperial parliament make such an altera-
tien. But of course that 15 only my mndi-
vidual view, which I put forward as a repre-
sentative of one of the maritime provinces.
But failing that, I wouid feeI, while not
pretending te any great knowledge of con-
stitutionai Iaw, even If there were no pro-
vision made with regard to representation,
that when we corne to Interpret the iaw-
and that would arise when the next census
was taken and the question of representa-
tion would again corne up-Quebec, for the
purposes of representation, would mean
Quebec as it existed at the tirne of con-
federation. If Newfoundiand were to corne
into the confederation as a part of the pro-
vince of Quebec, how absurd It would be
to contend that Quebec wouid then mean
the added territory of Newfoundiand.

Mr. LENNOX. Has it not been so de-
cided?

,Mr. PUGSLEY. No, It bas not been se,
decided. All that was decided In the re-
presentation case to which I have just re-
f erred was that under the terms of the
British North America Act it was contem-
plated that Rupert's Land shouid be brought
into the confederation, and that the word
Canada, whenever we came to Interpret its
meaning, would be Canada as It might
exist from time to tIme. But that is a
very different question from the question
of what wouid be the province of Quebec
for the purposes of representation. Apart
aitogether frorn the legal view, I would hope
that If the representation of the smaiier
provinces might not be restored when we
corne to consider deflniteiy the terms of
the extension of boundaries, it wouid be
provIded, go that there would be no doubt
about It, that for the purposes of repre-
sentation the province' of Quebec should
mean that province, as it existed at the
time of confedQration, and'that the added
portion of the province should have Its
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
