Ostimates
are that 20,000 Canadian soldiers will
g0 home this month, 20,000 in January
and thereafter 30,000 per month.

The sources from.which these dis-
persal drafts are obtained are reserve
battalions containing men who have
seen service and would be again
available for the field were this neces-
sary; non-combatant units and men of
category B or lower.
