The great C.P.R. strike 18 over. The
announcement went forth from Montreal
yesterday morning, and now the recalel-
trant despatchers and operators are going
back to work all over the system. RBarly
in the day it was understood that the road
refused to reinstate those men who had
beerl guillty of lawlessness, but by a later
edict ! everybody was taken back ﬁendlng
the Investigation which is to follow.

The terms of the settlement arrived at
between the corporation and their employes
age kept secret to a great extent by both
sides, but The World is.In a position to
state that neither of the foreces for the
past week at loggerhends has galned a real
vlctorﬁ. The committee representing the
men have ordered the strikers back to
their ts on the strength of a promise
made by the chiefs of thé corporation that
the operators’ grievances will be looked
into and submitted to arbitration.

In Toronto the men who went out were
found last night at their posts.

The World last evening questioned Assist-
ant Superintendent Willlams of the O. & Q.
divisions as to what was to be done with
the great number of outside men imported
into the road’s service, since the strikers
were coming back, and that official stated
that they would have to quit now, but that
am endeavor would be made to find places
for them later on.

The settlement of the strike brings a
feeling of rellef to the general traveling
public, and especially to tne large shipping
patrons of the C.P.R:

Se_nl to C.P.R. Superintendents Calling the
Strike O,

Montreal, Oct. 7.—(Special.)—The C.P.R.
telegraph operators’ strike is at an end. At
4.30 this morning the following message
was sent by Mr. Tait to General Superin-
tendents Whyte at Winnipeg, Abbott at
Vancouver, Spencer at North Bay, Leonard
at Toronto and Timmerman at St. John :
* The following proposition has been made
to the company by employes representing
the operators, and has been accepted by
the company :

“‘All employes now engaged in a
strike on the C.P.R. may report at once
to their respective superintendents, who
will refnstate them, - without prejudice,
to .the positions they occupled before
the strike.took place, except such as
have been guilty of siich grave miscon-
duct as to cause general superintendents
to refuse to accept them,

* ‘Men employed during the past week
will be utllized gs far as possible in
filling extra positions created by the
fall business. All other empioyes who
refused to take the place of strikers,
but were guilty of no other offences,
who were dismissed, will be reinstated
without prejudice.’ '’

** That is all there is in it. I have noth-
ing to add to that statement,” was Mr.
Tait's answer to a further question. -
WHAT CHIEF POWELL SAYS.

Grand Chief Powell was asked if he con-
sidered it as a victory for the men. * It is
not a question of victory on, either side,”
he replied. * It is slmply a question of
conciliation to be followed by arbitration.
You will remember that three or four
days ago I stated on behaif of our men
that we were prepared to take advantage
of any reasonable means of settlement, if
possible, by arbitration. A means has been
offered, and we are quite willing to see
what is the outcome of it. We know that
many things are said and done dauring the
heat of battle which wouid not be thought
of in moments of tranquility, and we think,
now that the officials of the company have
pledged their word to see that our griev-
ances are considered, they will be as good
as their word, and this ‘quite apart from
the fact that the other organizations wiil
be beside us to see that the agreement is
carried out.”

HE WANTS A FREE TONGUE

Cannot Agree With Mr. Gladstone on
. .- The Eastern Question.

The Ex-Premfier Says When He Speaks
This Week it Will Not Be as the Leader
of a Party But as a Free Man Com-
plains Against No One nn;'l Fhanks His
Friends For Loyal Support in the Past.

London, Oct. 7.—Lord Rosebery has
written a letter to Thomas Edward
Ellis, member of Parliament for
Merionethshire, and First Whip of the
Liberals, resigning the leadership of
the party. The reason given for His
Lordship’s resignation is that he dis-
agrees with Mr. Gladstone and other
leading Liberals regarding the proper
policy to be adopted on the Eastern
question. Lord Rosebery’s letter Is
dated at his seat, Dalmeny Park, Lin-
lithgowshire, Oct. 6. In the communi-
cation His Lordship says: “The recent
course of events makes it necessary
to clear the air; I found myself in ap-
parent difference with a considerable
mass of the Liberal 'party on the
Eastern question, and in some conflict
with the opinion of Mr. Gladstone,
who must negessarily always exercise
matchless authority with the pariy
while scarcely from any quarter do I
receive explicit support. This situa-
tion, exeept @8 regards Mr. Gladstone,
is not altcgether new, but in saying
this I complain of no one and regret
only that I should appear to divide

the energies and try the faith of the
Liberals. This question, however, is
above and beyond personal considera-
tions, and when I speak, which I do
this week, I must speak my mind
without reference tp oratory. Under
these circumstances it is best for the
