Ontarto Government Accused of Allowing
Partisans Take Excessive ¥iineral Arens.

The Hardy-Ross Government are evi-
dently anxious over the outcome of the
pending general-elections, for they are re-
sorting to methods many and marvelous,
in order to keep their party workers in line.
According to the latest advices the Crown
Lands Department is manipulating the re-
gulations regarding mining claims for the
purpose of subsidizing- the - supporters of

the Administration.  Favored applicants
in the Lake of the Woods district are be-
ing granted larger areas of land tRan the
new Mining Act allows.

The Act permits an applicant to take up
blocks of land not greater in extent than
320 acres, but a telegraph message from Rat
Portage states that the pets of the Govern-
ment are securing areas greatly exceedin§
this specified limit. The department is al-
together unjustified in thuas playing fast
and loose with the laws passed by the Leg:
islature, and it is not to be wondered at
that a storm of indignation is arising over
the commissioner's favoritism in this gnat-

ter.

The Cabinet created many enemies by
making an ‘exception in the'case of Col.
Engledue and J. K. Kerr, Q.C., the head
of the provincial party organization, but
they promised “never to do it any more.”

THE CONSECRATION SERMON YESTERDAY.

Rabbi Lazarus Delivers an Earnest Address
on Judaism and Its Mission,

Yesterday was a great and memorable oc-
casion in the history of the Jewish people
of Toronto, who gathered together in full
pumbers to witness the ceremony of dedi-
eating ' their ‘new synagogue to the God of
their fathers.  He must be a stoek or a
stone, .indeed, who can sit at any time
within the halls of a Jewish temple and
not be deeply moved by the memory of the
wonderful history of this ancient people,
which has 'given us the God we worsiip;
to whom we are. indebted for not omly a
nobje literature, both.in prose and poetry,
but for laws, which evolved in the brain of
one of the world's greatest and  earliest
statesmen, are to-day the very basis and
foundation of our mineteenth century civil-
ization., ' During the whole 30. cemturies of
their history, no people have clung more
closely together, or preserved their charac-

teristics, national and religious, more per-
fectly than the Jews, believing - as they
have done fromn the beginning that they are
liar people, and the chosen of Jenova,

The ceremonies began in a very Impres-
sive manner by the president of the congre-

The doors were
then thrown open and six men wearing
their hats and white silken praying scarfs
eniered;,four of them bearing the Scrolls of
the Law which were hidden behind red
plush, gold fringed curtains and decorated
with beautiful goldsmith’'s work in silver
and ﬁld. Slewly and solemnly they enter-
ed while the Reader gave utterance to the
well-known words, ‘‘Blessed is he who com-
eth in the name of the Lord,’”’ the Fholr
in answer singing with great b‘eautg, “How
Goodly Are y Tents, O Jacob; They Tab-
erracles, O Israel.”
Presentation of the Key.

At this moment a little gifl in snowy
garments, having great dark eyes and dusky
hair, went through the ceremony of pre-
senting the key of the sacred edifice to
e president, who after pronouncing the
denediction in Hebrew gave an address in
which he sketched briefly the history of the
Jews In Toronto, their early struggles and
meetings up to the present moment, when
again a temple had been builded and the
ark had once more found a resting place. °

The ll¥hung of the perpetual lamp, a
beautiful brass and rose ss lantern,which
burns in the tre of the altar dand be-
fore the ark, now took placesand was fol«y
lowed by 'the chantingwof the three: first
verses of Genesis: “In the beginning God
created the heavens and the earth. And
the earth was without form and void; and
darkness was upon the face of the deep.

Never have I
heard anything mére soul stirring - than
these suggestive and: beautiful lines,
chanted slowly and ' reverentl by
the deep, Tich toneés of the eader,
who sang through all his parts with such
conviction, such sincerity and reverence,
as if he were indeed revealing the secret
things of God, that the effect upon the
listener was deep and abiding, .

Indeed the whole service was conducted
and listened to with such reverent atten-
ticn as one would expect from a ({eomo
who had conceived the awful idea of
Jehova.

The ark, which ig hidd@en behind rich red
lush curtains, was then drawn back and
he key deposited within, while Readcr
and choir sang responsively the grand Old
Testament words: “Hear, O Israel,the Lord
our God, the Lord is one.”

Reading the Scriptures.

Rabbi Lazarus then ascended the pulpit
steps, and began to read the Seriptures; it
was the beautiful prayer of Solomon at the
dedication of the great temple at Jeru-
salem, and a wonderful thing it was, after
all these centuries, to hear one of Solo-
mon’s own race and. blood, utteripg in
heartfelt tones on behalf of this smaller
latter-day Zion, the’same rayer -which
must have thrilled the hearfs of the wor-
shippers on that great, glad dfy In old
Jerusalem.

The Three Circuits

A slow cireuit of the synagogue was now
begun by the Reader, followed by the men
bearing the Scrolls of the Law; three times
they passed solemnly round. the centre
aisles, always returning to-the platform,
the Reader chanting magnificently from the
Psalms, while the cheir sang sweetly and
strongly above. How fine Is was to hear
the familiar words, ““Our feet shall stand
within thy gates, O Jerusalem; Jerusalem
is builded as a eilty that is ecompact to-
gether. Pence be within thy walls.”” At
the third circuit the men bearing the
Serolls of the Law seated themselves before
the Reader’s desk, and four young girls,
clad in white, like vestal virgins, came
slowly forward and decorated the scrolls
with white wreaths; then there was more
chanting, and the Scrolls of the Law were
placed within the ark by the bearers, while
the Reader sang, “Return,0 Eternal, to the
many thousands of Israel. Ascend, O Lord,
unto thy resting place.””” It was very Im-
pressive and mn and the intense quiet
