PATRIOTISM IN AUSTRIA.

Great Display on the Cessation of

the Agreement With Hungary.
Vienna, Jan. 4.—In consequence of the

substitution of Government by decree In
Hungary for a constitutional government,
which is due to the expiration of the Aus-
trian Ausgleich, or agreement bettween Hun-
gary and Austria, recruiting for the army
ceases, as do also the vcollectfon of taxes
and prosecutions for the non-payment there-
of. This has led to a remarkable exhibition
of patriotism on the part of numerous sup-
porters of the Government, who in many
places crowded the tax offices and volun-
tarily paid in advance a tyear’s taxes, Thelr
action was partly due to an_appeal by
Maurice Jokal, the well-known Hungurian
novelist and pubHv‘lst. published in The
Nemset.

What a Merchant Thinks of It.

Italy Has Not Yet Got Rid of All the
Causes of Anxiety in Re-
Sard to Erythrea.

Rome, Jan. 4,—The generals of the Ital-
ian army have been called to Rome to con-
fer on the situation’in Brythrea, as the
Ttalian Red Sea colony is officially termed.

St. John's, Nfld., Jan. 4.—The Arrow Line
steamer Croma, Captnln Tindale, bound
from Leith and Dundee to New York with
a general cargo, put in here to-day with
her rudder disabled. She had been 19 days
out from Dundee, having encountered ter-
rific weather. For the last 10 days the
steamer was almost unmanageable, onying
to the accident to ber rudder. During this
time tremendous seas rconstantly swept her
deck, covering everything thickly with oce,
and it was feared the steamer would go
dowﬁn She will be obliged to dock for re-
pairs.
