Resolution Passed at Big Meeting
of Foreigners Asks for Gov-
ernment Instructor.

A resolution asking that the Do
minion Government appoint an offi-
cial at Toronto, whose duty it will
te to instruct newly-arrived Italians
in the broad principles of Canadian
law was carried with unanimity and
#nthusiasm at a mass meeting of na-
tives. of the sunny land, held in St.
George’s Hall last night. The halil
was ' densely crowded with a good-
matured and orderly, if somewhat de-
saonstrative assemblage.

" The chair was occupiéd by Dr. Har-
ley Smith, Italan consul, who ad-
dressed his hearers in their native
tongue, impressing upon them the ne-
weéssity of abiding by the laws govern-
ing the carrying and use of knivas
and other weapons. The speaker's
view, and that of others who fol-
dewed, was that troubles which had
arisen were largely the result of a
non-understanding of the ways and
cuctoms of the new country. Other
speakers were Rev. Father Minehan,
who caused much amu$ement when
he tried his ’prentice hand at Italian.
T. C. Robinette, K.C.; Ald. J, J. Gra-
ham, D. A. G. Glionna, Cesare Fran-
co, and Messrs. Ungaro, Dini, Puc-
¢ini, and Sammarelli.

Mr. Glionng, who moved the reso-
tution, which will be sent to Ottawa,
referred to the prejudice against Ital-
tans, which led to slighting and con-
témptuous allusions to the race. He
hoped to see the dawn of a better
understanding regarding Italians,since
they did not come to Canada to ac-
quire money and go home, but wished
to settle in the country. In proof of
this he cited the  fact that Italians
owned‘property in Toronto valued at
from three to four millions. :
