VISIT TO THE CRAIG MINE

Much Work is Now Being Done to
*  Develop the Bannockburn.

A Steam Drill to be in Operation in the
Shait Next Week Under the Supervision
of Mr. W. A. McNaughton, an Experi-
enced Miner -A 10-Stamp Mill in Opera-
sion — Rich Minerals in Peterbore
Comnty—A Mine Purchased for $30,000

Bannockburn, Ont., April 15.—(Spe-
clal.)—-Judging from present
tions Toronto people are going to play
an active part in the development of
the ‘mineral resources of Hastings
County. Yesterday in my despatch to
fThe World it recorded the visit of a
Pulliman carload of Queen City men to
the Craig gold mine, seven miles [rom

end to-day -another select excursion,
gotten up by the Bannockburn Goid
Mininz Company, reached this metro-
polis of the backwoods and rocks. The
object of the party, which came down
in & G, T. R. sleeper via Trenton
Junction and the C. O. R., was to visit
the Bannockburn mine,situated within

@& few hundred yards of this stationy

and the visitors included W. K. Me-
Naught, . W. Cox, E, ‘L. Sawyer, F.

Arrived at the property the party
gpent several hours inspecting the
mine, and the mill, with which it is
equipped, and came away with the
idea that the property has a promis-
ing future.

The Bannockburn mine has several

" ieads of ore, one of which, besides be-

ing stripped for several hundred feet
gnd having several test pits sunk up-

/on it, 8 being opened up in a business

iike manner by means of a working
shaft/ at present upwards of 60 feet
deep.

The mine, as is well known, was par-
tially deve}oped some years since by
parties who abandoned it because they
did not possess sufficient capital to
bring it up to a paying basis. The
new company which have taken it
over, however, purpose to turn it from
a progpect into a dividend paying
property, and ‘with a view to doing
so they have secured an experienced
superintendent, in the person of Mr.
W. A. MeNaughton, who has spent 40
years of his life in mining in Califor-

nia and Mexico, Under Mr. McNaugh- |.

ton’s direction a steam drill is to be
set in operation in the shaft next
week, and by means of it it is hoped
to sink upon the vein at the rate-of
20 feet per day. Sinking will be con-
tinued down 200 feet, and after a depth
of 100 feet; is reached drifts will be
driven evet"y 60 feet.

This vein, it may be said, shows
e ratio enlargement of body as the
depth is increased, At the surface it
increased only 18 or 20 inches across,
but at the present level of 60 feet the
vein is upwards of four feet wide.
'When I descended the dripping shaft
to-day: I found the beottom in a nice
dooking and well-defined body of ore,
which is apparently highly miner-
alized and which ‘I am told runs at
the least $20 to the ton in value,

From the mine pit the party repair-
ed to the company’s reduction plant
and there 1 found in operation a 10-
stamp mill Workmen were breaking
up the ore with stone hammers and
feeding it to the mill, the battery was
turning out pulverized quartz, and
hoth in the battery and in the oscillat-
ing Frue vanners the freed gold was
being deposited upon mercury-cover-
el copper plates,

After a time the stamps were stop-
ped, and for the benefit of the visitors
a ‘clean-up” was made, This opera-
tion. consists in scraping the gold-
laden quicksilver off e plates and
then of freeing the yellow metal from
the amalgam. The operation conciud-
ed, Supt, McNaughton informed me
that the walnut-sized ball of amalgam
resultant therefrom contained from 1
1-2 to 2 ounces of gold.

The mill is equipped with a power
engine and boiler and has a capacity
of 25 tons per day. The company cal-
culates that it can mine and mil] its
ore at an outside cost of $3 per ton,
and at this rate the quartz should
vield a handsome profit,

The party boring spent a very pleas-
ant afternoon and left for 'Toronto
on the ‘evening train.

Mary Jame MeNally's Story to the Magls-
trate~Dr. Walter Hamilton and P. C.

In the Police Court yesterday after-
noon, Dr. Walter Hamiiton, 211 Bath-
urst-street, and Police Constable Wil-
ilam Bustard, 55 Denison-avenue, were
 committed for trial on the charge of
{ having performed a criminal operation
{on Mary Jane McNally, 230 Niagara-
| street, Mr. JOhnston on behalf of the
prisoners applied for bail, Magistrate
Denison baid in view of the serious
'nature of the charge, Swhere the maxi-
mum sentence was life, he could not
see his way clear to take the respon-
sibility upon ‘himself and grant the
| request, The. prisoners looked disap-
pointed, a& they shook hands with
| their friends, before being taken down
| to the cells, i

When the case 'was called they
pleaded not guilty and elected to be
tried by a jury. No one was allowed
in the court room exeept those who
had business there. This was a hard
blow to the many young lawyers who
are fond of hearing evidence in sala-
cloug cases.

MISS M'NALLY'S STORY.

Miss McNally was the first witness,
She sald she had been intimate with
Bustard since December, 1895, She
met him while he was on his beat in
No. 3 division. She mnoticed she was
in trouble in May last, and informed
Bustard, He took her to Dr. Mec-
Master on College street, where some-
| thing was done, but she did not know
{what. She refused to return to the
{doetor, Bustard then took her to Dr.
| Hamilton’s office. On three different
i occagions she went _there, The 1last
| was on November 7. Twice Dr, Ham-
‘ilton used the instruments, and Bus-
tard once, After the last operation,
sheg was taken il and Dr. Hamilton
came to her house, Bustard came also.

ALLEGED HUSH MONWY.

Some three wecks ago she told her
story Lo Inspector Johnston. On Mon-
,day night last, in company with her
father, she went to Dr. Hamilton's of-
fice. The Doctor read a paper to her,
which stated that her story to John-
ston wasd untrue, She signed this and
‘was paid $30. She spent $5 of this and
gave the balance to Inspector Archa-
bold. Mr, Curry handed the money
into court ag an exhibit.

A STRANGE STATE OF AFFAIRS.

Mrs. McNally, the mother of the last
witness, dgscribed the visit of Ham-
ilton and Bustard to her house, Her
daughter had been bad with pains
during’ the night, FEarly in the morn-
ing Hamilton was sent for. After he
arrived he remained a ‘few minutes,
and said he would go for Bustard.
Bustarg, he sald, was studying medi-
cine and he (Hamiiton) wished to give
all the assistance he could. Both men
returned: together and went to the
igirl's room. While there, they kept
| the door locked and refused to allow
witness to enter. After they got
through,Bustard took something away
in a newspaper.

THE FATHER’S EVIDEPICE.

The girl’'s father™ corroborated his
wife's story as to the visit of the two
men to his house. He described the
visit of himself and daughter to Dr.
Hamilton’s house, and saw his daugh-
ter sign a paper and receive $30, He
advised his daughter not to sign the
paper, nor take the money, as it was
“disgrace” money. While there he
was given a drink of whiskey, whigh
| he thought contained chloroform, as
{ it made him feel as if he had wheels
in his head before he reached home.

WHAT HER BROTHBER SAYS.

Michael MoNally, a brother of the
girl, said he called on Bustard on-Sat-
urday last. Bustard promised him
that he would have nothing more to
do with his sister. Bustard showed
him 4 letter which was signed with
his sister's name., His sister did not
nwrite the letter, The letter, he under-
stood, had been written by a Mrs. Rye
of Mitchell-avenue,~.
