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Hopewell Cape, Sept. zs—'i‘he prelimi-
nary examination of Thomas F. Collins,
charged with the murder of Mary Ann
MacAuley, was not concluded today, as
was expected on account of the absence
of two witnesses, said to be out of the
country at present. The most important
evidence today was given by Detective
Killen and Father McAuley, the priest
at whose house the murder occurred.

Detective Killen told an interesting
story of the search for :and subsequent
capture of Collins near 8t. George, and
the detailed statement  made te him by
Collins, which was taken down in writing.
Killen also produced the articles taken
off Collins and related the different con-
versations he had with the prisoner be-
fore he was handed over to the Albert
county authorities.

A number of witnesses whose testimony

| was largely of a corroborative.character,

were examined by Mr. Tweedie, and the
climax to the chain of evidence woven
by the prosecution came when Father
McAuley " was called as the last witness
of the day and identified mnearly all the
articles found in Collins’ valise left at
Dean’s as belonging to him or Miss Me-
Auley and as having been stolen.

If possible, the prisoner ghowed more
concern during the priest’s testimony, and
sat in a stooped position beside his coun-
sel, closely following Father McAuley’s
story of meeting the prisoner in Elgin
subsequent to the discovery of the crime,
and' a detailed description of the state
the house and premises were in. b

Father McAuley was on the stand more
than an hour. The counsel for the ac-
cused declined to cross-examine Father

McAuley’s evidence the hearing was ad-
journed for a week to secure two wit-

nesses.

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CIVIC DELEGATION
| LEAVE FOR

The board of works at a’special meet-
ing yesterday afternoon decided that a
delegation should leave for Ottawa today
to consult Hon. O. H. Hyman as to what
course the city 'should pursue to secure
the necessary dredging at Sand Point,
and to obtain his views as to what as-
sistance the government would be prepar-
ed to give in regard to purchasing a
dredge. A communication from E. T.. P.
Shewen requesting that all communica-
tions to his department should in future
be in writing, and should reach him
through the mayor, brought forth some
remarks from the chairman to the effect
that the resident engineer had no further
use for the board of works. The consen-
sus of opinion appeared to be that a sec-
ond dredge must be secured to cope with
the work required before the season open-
ed. H. B. Schofield and W. Frank Hath-
eway, on behalf of the committee from
the board of trade, strongly endorsed this
view, and also spoke of the necessity of
having the cribs moved from No. 4 berth
next week. A plan of soundings on the
site for No. 1 erib was+shown, and in-
dicated that the depth varied from 26
feet to 33 feet in places. :
