On the contrary, the‘ French and
English troops co-operated in a forward movement from Lombaertzie to the
south of Dixmude and detachments of Belgian troops crossed the river Yser and
reinforced a position won by the Belgians some time ago.

' GERMANS FORCED CHRISTMAS FIGHT

London, Dec, 29—The Daily Telegraph’s correspondent wires from Warsaw:

“Christmas, instead of bringing a pause in the fighting finds both armies
more hotly engaged than ever. The second Russian army, which is south of
the Kalisch road, is holding the line east of the Bzura River, The Germans
managed to maintain themselves on this side,

“Near Sucha, General Sezechew, with the characteristic sentimentality of
the Russian, ordered ‘cease firing’ to be sounded half an hour before midnight.

“l et there be no killing on this Xmas’ he said,but at midnight, whea
c‘wrch bells were ringing out joyful peals, this seemed to be the signal for a
renewal of the German attack. As the bells rang out the Germans in their
trenches cheered and, as if fired by one band, every cannon on the enemy’s side
toared a salvo which continued until morning, but the infantry made no head-
way. The battle continued all of Christmas Day, with little advantage to

either side.”

CEREALS TO GERMANY

London, Dec. 20—A Rome despatch
to the Times says:

“After stopping on the frontier vari-
pus consignments of contraband goods
and flour to Austria, Germany and
France. the Italian government has suc-
veeded in checking a vast plot for for-
warding huge consigments of cergals to
Germany.

The documents ‘ point out that the
United States was patient in the early
days of hostilities, . realizing that the
war had burdened the British Foreign
Office’ with serious problems. It declares
that with the passing of five months,
however, the situation has grown worse.

Administration officials realize that
many miliions of dollars in claims are
accumulating against the British govern-
ment, but the note sets forth that re-
imbursements alone do not cure tne evil,
as American shippers are practically in-
timidated -and fear to embark upon
legitimate export trade.

The note declares the relations be-
tween neutral countries are those of
peace and normal times, and not of war.
The words “absolute” or “conditional
contraband,” in the view of the Ameri-
can government, should not exist. The
United Stateg insists that the facts'prov-
ing that a hostile destination is intended
must be: shown at the time of the
seizure of a vessel. It contends that the

Chapman occurred on Saturday morning. presumption of guilt should not rest on

the shipper in neutral commerce, bat
that the burden of proof should be plac-
ed on the belligerent. Similarly, it is
contended that a cargo consigned “to
order,” that is, sent to no specific con-
signee in a neutral country, is not of
itself a suspicious circumstance,

The Right to Search ; :

The American government maintains
that the ‘belligerent may exercise the
right of search, but cannot divert a
neutral ship to a belligerent port for
further examination unless proof of a
hostile destination of the cargo is shown
at the time of detention.

One of the most far-reaching points
in the note is the attitude taken on ab-
solute and conditional contraband des-
tined to belligerent countries. The
American government argues that the
belligerent must prove that conditional
contraband is destined for use by the
army or navy of its enemy. In view of
this position. on conditional contraband,
shipped directly to belligerents, the
American government insists that there
should be no interference with food-
stuffs. and products of the same class
consigned to neutral countries.

The communication is couched in.a
friendly tone, - setting forth that the
United States wishes to speak in terms
of frankness, lest.its silence be taken as
acquiescence to the policy which, it says,
is arousing public feeling in this coun-
try on every side.. It refers to the
cordial relations existing between Great
Britain and the United States, but de-
clares that the British policy with re-
gard to neutral commerce Is held in
many quarters in the United States as
directly responsible for the depression
in American industries.

A reply is not expected for several
days, as the note probably’will be con-
sidered at length.
