munists’ comrades abroad.

Radek, according to an account of his
speech feceived in Moscow advices,
said: “We are aware that failure to
materialize a one-hundredth part of our

but if Russia is able to hold on until
Germany has recovered economically we
will come to her assistance.”

Radek asserted that Trotzky and
other prominent communists, after care-
ful study of the problem, had arrived at
the conclusion that the, revolutionary
m@emems are stronger than ever.

nation and two from outstanding figures
outside the nation.
