CONFEDERATE SOLDIER FARMER OF 1865
. By Henry W. Grady, 1837 ] 2

{ IERE is a figure with which history has dealt lightly, but that, standing pa-
T thetic and heroic in the genesis of our new growth, has interested me great-

ly—our soldier farmer of 1864. What chance had he for the future as he
. wandered amid o's empey Darns, his stock, labor and implements gone—gathered up
the fragments of his wreck—urging kindly his borrowed mule—paying 60 per cent for
all that he bought, and buying all on.credit—his crop mortgaged before it was
planted—his children in want, his neighborhood in chaos—working under new condi-
tions and retrieving every error by a cost-ly year—plodding all day down the furrow,
hopeless and adrift, save when at night he went back to his broken home, “where
his wife, cheerful even then. renewed his courage, while she ministered to him in
loving teridermess. \Who would havé thought as during those lonely and terrible days
he walked behind the plough, locking the sunshine in the glory of his harvest and
spreading ‘the showers in the verdure of his field—no friend near, Save ‘nature that
smiled at his éarnest touch, and God that sent him the message of good cheer through
the passing breeze end’ the whispering leavés—that he would in 20 years, have ‘car-
ried these burdens_ uneomplaining make a-crop of $800,000,000. Yet this he hay done,
and from his/hounty, the south has rebuilther cities, and recouped her losses. -While
we exult in his ' splendid achievemeént, let us take account.of his standing.

Whence this enormens grewth? For 10 years the wm’ld} has been at peace. The
pioneer, has replaged the seoldier.. (ommerce has whitened ‘new’ seas, and the .mer-
chant has occupiéd new arens. Steam has made of ‘the earth -a - chessboard, on
which men play for markets. Our western wheat-grower competes in London with
the Russian and the East Indian. The Ohio wool-grower watches - the Australian
shepherd, and the bleat of the now historic sheep of Vermort is answered from the
steppes of Asia. " The herds that merged from the dust of your amazing prairies
might hear in their pauses the hoofbeats of antipodean herds mavching to mecet them.
Under Holland's dykes, the cheese and butter makers fight American dairies. The
hen cackles aroumd the world. California challenges vine-clad France. 'Lhe ' dark
continent is disclosed through meshes of light. There is competition everywhere.

The husbandman. driven from his market, balances price against starvation and
undercuts his rival. This conflict often runs to panie, and profit vanishes. The lowa
farmer burning his corn for fuel is not dn unusual type. Amid this universal con-
flict, where stands the South? While the producer of everything we eat and wear,
in every land, is fighting through glutted markets for bare existence, what of the
southern farmer? Th his industrial as in his political problem le is sct apart—not in
doubt, but in assured independence. Cotton makes him king. Not the fieeces that
Jasson sought can rival the richness of this plant, as it unfurls its banners in our
fields. Tt is gold from the instant it puts forth its tiny shoot. The shower that
whispers to it is heard around the world. The trespass of a worm on its green leaf
means more to England than the advance of the Russians on her Asiatic outposts.
When its fibre, current in every bank, is marketed, it renders back to the south
£250.000.000 every year. Iis seed will yield $60,000.000 worth of oil to the press and
$10,000,000 in food for soil and beast, making the stupendous totzl of $450,000,309 an-

The mother who really thinks said she pitied both the mo-
ther and the baby. i

We asked why.

“Because too many toys spoil
promptly.

“T think this crowding little babies with toys and teach-
ing them tricks is positively wicked. You know that a baby's
brain isn’t its full size until after he is a year old. Well, just
think of ‘all that growing brain has to assimilate without our
distracting it with plagthings or confusing it with rattles or
forcing more efforts in the way of tricks upon it.

“Perhaps you’ve heard what a good baby my Gretchen is.
Everyone thinks it’s remarkable how little trouble she is and

says I'm very fortunate. ]

“I don’t think it’s wholly that I'm fortunate. I think it’s partly because I'm
sensible. Because'F've applied what I learned from my other babies to her.

“My baby is eight months old and allthe toys she has ever had are two spools
and a blue celluloid ball.

#I think if you don’t give a child so many playthings it will be not only bet-
ter.off, but happier. ;

'FORESTERS ARE DOING

1C arin g for the Orphans of the
Order—A “Happiness Fund” a
Feature :

(Toronto World)

The work in connection with the orphan
and fatherléss children of members of the
order occupies a ‘warm spot among the
members of the Independent Order of For-
esters, and the report of the finance com-

mittee recommending that the contribution
to this fund be 2c. per month instead of
le. was carried unanimously. The work of
caring for the orphan and fatherless child-
ren is naturally of a philanthropic charac-
ter.

The Home for Orphans, which is situat-
ed at Oakville, about twenty miles from
Toronto, took tangible form in 1905, and in
November of that year was opened. Its
international characteristic at once became
evident, for the first child to arrive was a
little English girl, and she was followed by
six fatherless litle ones from Peru, Indi-
| ana.

While the originator of the home idea,
the late Dr. Oronhyatekha, contemplated a
home for those who were left absolutely
friendless, yet a wider view of this noble
philanthropy .was seized by the present su-
preme chief ranger, Elliot G. Stevenson,
who learned of many children of deceased
Foresters, whose condition was quite as
hopeless as if they had been left absolu-
tely orphans. Widows were left in dis-
tressing state of poverty, and were face to
face with forced separation from their dear
ones by sending them wo public institutions
or distributing them in the neighborhood<

The result was that instructions were
finally issued that in cases where a high
standing committee found that a widow of
one of the members was engaged in a hand
to hand struggle to keep her family togeth-
er, to feed, clothe and educate them, a

Under this arrangement 273 homes each
essential and valuable 1n ifs sphere, have
been held together and protected, while
528 children, drawn from England, Ireland
