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such a fifture as to refuse to listen to the Words of Him who
spreads before His people the picture of & world beyond this
world, and offers Himeelt as their guide and companion to it.
Beventeen thousand Belgians at any rate Jast ‘year ‘elt
enough intérest on the subject of Eternal Life to uy somé
portion or the whole of the Word of God. Of these, seven
colporteurs sold more than eight shousand copies.

‘" HOLLAND. —The present religious condition of Hol-
Jand is one of conflict, and for some time is likely-to continue
to. * Repos ailleurs,” ¢ Rest elsewhere,’ is the motto suggested
to your Agent by the present religious struggle, which reecalls
to the anxious Christian the stern days of “ﬁalﬁm thd Silent. .

The majority in the States General does all that it ean to
enforce the edacation law of 1878, which excludes the Bible
from all the primary scheols of the country. \What aré called
‘ neutral ‘schools,” involving an ex;wnditure of nearly a
million‘and a half,” are to be extended’ and ertlarged, and
your Agent deplores in strong terms the dishonodr thus put
upon the Word of God. ' :

Holland did net last year escapo the adversity and con-
sequent depression, to which witness is borne by every report,
without exception, which has reached the Socicty, from lands
where white mien dwell.

Tn 1888 ‘the
society's issués were under 430,000 in all the world; this
year they are three foarths of that number in Germany
alone. ‘T’ 1800'we had no célporteur in Germdn /3 now
there are sixty, and the Continental ¢ircalation has ihicreased
fourteenfold. The past year has béen marked in (Germany
by a lliﬁf;%nchcck in the eireulation, ‘evidently in sales to the
poor. © The total figares are 334,898, as against 358,786, but
the receipts for these sales were £12,500, the highest sum
ever received in the agency for Soriptures sold.
