Saved—The Wreck Sold
for $11.

Fourteen shipwrecked sailors,  the
crew of the wrecked bark, Miriam, ar-
rived here yesterday afternoon in the
steamer Flushing from Grand Manan.
They were sent to the Sailors’ Home by
the Norwegian consul.

A GazerTe reporter interviewed them
yesterday and obtained a story of their
sufferings from E. Olsen, the sail maker.
The Miriam left Rio Janeiro January
31st. for this port. Fine weather pre-
vailed until the American coast was
reached. Then came continuous head
winds and stormy weather, and on
Friday last a heavy E. 8. E. snow
storm set in. About two o’clock the
vessel struck on Big Duck Island, Grand
Manan. The crew were unable to get
away from the ship, owing to the high
seas, and they were forced into the rig-
ging. Two hours after the vessel struck,
she commenced to break up, and by
eleven o'clock that night scarcely a ves-
tige of her remained. Early in the
evening, about eight o’clock, while Cap-
tain Falch was in the cabin the deck fell
in, and he was killed. Search was made
for his body but could not be found, and
at eleven o’clock the crew were forced to
leave the wreck and wade to shore. The
tide had gone down sufficiently to allow
them to land without much difficulty.
They were met by five or six men on
shore, who took them to their homes,

? | and kindly cared for them, until next

morning. Saturday the men visited the
wreck and found one of the captain’s
sea boots. The sailors saved nothing
from the wreck and the carpenterlost all
his tools, worth about $150.

The wreck was sold Saturday for $11.
Captain Falch, was about 52 years of age,
a native of Dramen, where the vessel
was owned, and unmarried.

THE RIVER STEAMERS.

The Union Line Changes Owners—How
the River Steamer Service will be
Arranged—Ofiicers of the Steamers,
ete.

The news published exclusively in the

GazerTE 8 short time .ago that Messrs.

George F. Baird and Captain J. E. Porter

were making arrangements. to buy out

the Union Line of steamers was read with
much interest by the general public, and
notwithstanding the Telegraph’s “know-
ing hints to the contrary the GAZETTE'S
information was reliable. Messrs.
Baird and Porter have purchased
from Mr. R. B. Humphrey the managing
ownership of the Union Line and the
arrangements connected with the trans-
fer of the property are now about com-
pleted. The other owners in the Union

Line boats, besides Messrs. Baird and

Porter, are Captain Akerly and Mr.

Wyndham Humphrey. The property

consists of the three well known river

steamers, the David Weston, the Acadia
and the Soulanges. Mr.Baird and Capt.

Porter also own the controlling inter-

est in two other steamers, the Star and

the stern wheel steamer Briton, now to
be called the Springfield. These fine
steamers will probably be managed and
run as “The Star Line.” The head quar-
ters will be at Mr. Baird’s office in

Jardine’s building Prince William street,

to which building he will remove in a

few weeks. There will also be an office

at Indiantown and one at Fredericton
for carrying on the business of the line.

Captain J. E. Porter, so well known in

times past as the emgrgetic captain and

manager of the steamer “Star,” will now
be agent and general manager for the
new “Star line” of steamers. He will
probably occupy the Indiantown office
at tre freight house. Captain Moses

Akerly, also well known in connection

with steamer business, will be agent at

Fredericton.

THE STEAMERS
are now being fitted up in readiness for
the season’s business.  The David West-
on is on the blocks in Carleton and is
undergoing very extensive repairs. She
will be repainted and fitted up in first
class style by the time navigation opens
in the river, and will atonce be put op
the route between St. John and Frederic-
ton. Uaptain Ludlow Eastabrooks, her
master last year, will be continued in
command with Mr. Day as his mate.

Mr. Humphrey who is giving her engines

a thorough overhauling and fitting up

will be engineer during the season.

The Acadia is also to undergo a gener-
al course of repairs and fitting up, and
workmen will be employed on her for
gome time before she will be ready for
business. If she cannot be got ready for
the route in time for the opening of
navigation the Bpringfield will likely be
put on the river with the Weston {o
accommodate the traffic till the Acadia
is ready. Richard Retallick will captain
the Acadia, with E. Dingee as mate and
Robert Scott as engineer.

The Soulanges will have her machin-
ery greatly improved and will be fitted
up for use as a spare boat for use on the
river and for carrying excursions.

The Star is being madealmost as good
as new. She is being re-timbered
throughout. New beams and guards are
being put in and wherever there is the
least show of wear or decay it is being
removed and replaced by mew wood.
She will be thoroughly repainted
and fitted up_ in readiness to
be put on the Washademoak Lake
route as soon as navigation opens. Her
captain will be Leander Estabrooks, and
mate J. Worden. Bev. Evans who is
putting her engines in order will be en-
gineer.

The Briton, formerly the Oscar Wilde,
and now changed to the Springfield will
also be fitted out so as to strong and
comfortable. The Springfield will pro-
bably have captain Mabee in command,
and B. Estabrooks as engineer.
