THE BOSTON WALKING MATCH.

BostoN, April 17.—The walking match
attracted more attention and a bigger
crowd last night than at any time since
it started. .

This was partly due to the hard fight
which three or four good men aré mak-
ing for second place, and partly to the
three-mile race between Cartwright and
Bennett.

This race was a very close and excit-
ing one, and was watched with great
interest. Both the men are noted long
distance runners, and both were in
excellent form and training, The men
were not separated more than a few
yards during the entire three miles. It
was won by Bennettin 16m 25s., with
Cartwright only three feet behind
him.

Guerrero is still the leader of the six-
day men, and has beaten the four-day
record. His score at 11 o’clock last night
was 292 miles 5 laps, The race for second
place is very close. Hegelman holds it
now, with 274 miles 1Jap to his credit,
but Tracey has been for two days slowly
overhauling him, and succeeded yester-
day in passing Curley. and thus putting
himself in third place.

Curley was apparently very tired and
weak last night. His running was with-
out spirit or interest. Guerrero and
Hegelman. on the contrary, seem as
fresh as when they started.
