*night milk " ekimmed and watered, and
one ‘‘ morning milk " watered and mixed
with ‘* over night milk.” Of one sawple
of.milk supplicd to Toronto Gencral Hos-
pital, 89 95 parts weré water; 2.51 tat; 3.61
sugar; 3.45 caseine and 0.48 ash. From
these resuits the Analyist concludes that the
milk, is diluted with from fifteen to twenty
per cent, of water, a grave matter, he says,
in such an important item of diet of the
sick. In the Halifax division, which in gen-

| are noted as pure, except one that in all
| probability contains a portion of skimmed
