Every build-
ing but one on the street was in flames,

and the New England hotel on Main |

street was on fire. A line of handsome
residences which faced the green on Main
street were in imminent danger, and the
Danbury firemen labored to save them.

At the opposite end of Bank street the
fire was spreading towards the north end
of Railroad avenue, where the New Mil-
tord Gazette building and severdl other
large establishments were located.  The
stream froimn thg fire engine cut the fire
off at both of these points after
bours’ work.

The fire spread to the post office anl
the Y. M. C. A. building on Main street.
destroying both, The fire was under con-
trol at 4 o’clock this morning, but still
burning in many places. The New Mil-
ford leading bank, the last building to
take fire, was in ruins at daybreak.

““The Luck of Roaring Camp,”
Passes Away.

London, May 6.—F. Bret Harte, the
American author, died suddenly last nignt
at the Red House, Camberley, near Alder-
shot, from hemorrhage, caused by an af-
fection of the throat.

He was born at Albany, N, Y., on
August 25th, 1839. My, Harte had been
living quietly in England for years,
Most of his time was spent in the coun-
try and when in London he was almost
equally secluded, having few visitors at
his rooms at Lancaster gate, and only
going to the houses of a limited number
of very intimate friends.
