A German physician entertains the
novel view that insanity is a boon to
mankind. He contends that the loss
of reason lands the sufferer from a sea
of trouble into a state of comparative
calm—often of decided happiness ; and
attempts to restore such a person to
sanity would be cruel rather than kind.
Moreover, he insists that a certain
amount of insanity is necessary to suc-
cess in life. All eminent men are de-
cidedly more or less mad. Many of
them are dangerous monomaniacs whom
it should be decided on public grounds
to shut up, but who, nevertheless,
achieve gran@ careers and are credited
with doing a vast amount of good. The
general prevalence of false notions of
sanity he attributes to the fact that the
greater mass of humanity is also insane,
and quite unable to distinguish between
good and evil.
In 1881 the American Association for
the advancement of science will meet
at Cincinnati, and at Montreal in 1882,
At the exhibition of fishing appliances
which recently took place in Berlin, an
electrical fishing apparatus attracted
considerable attention. This consisted
of a kind of small boat, worked by a
screw, and capable of being directed to
any required point in the water.

The flowers, which appear soon after
sunset, close up or fall off as the sun
rises. The tree has a fragrant odor, and
blossoms at night the year round.
Late experiments have shown that
seeds thoroughly dried,are much slower
in producing plants than the undried,
while the crops yielded are considerably
greater.
M. J. Plateau has suggested a method
of estimating approximately the distance
at which the moon seems to be to differ-
ent persons. This plan consists in look-
ing at the moon steadily until the retina
is sufficiently fatigued to produce an
¢ gecidental ” image or spectral appear.
ance. The observer must then turn his
gaze to a blank wall, on which he will
see the accidental image projected as a
tinted patch of the same shape as the
moon. He is then to retreat from, or
advance to, the wall until this image ap-
pears to him to be of the same size as
the moon itself did. The distance be-
tween the observer and the wall will be
the same as that at which he uncon-
sciously takes the moon to be. A per-
son who tried the experiment found the
distance in his case to be about one
hundred and sixty feet. This seems a
small distance, but it may be very inac-
curate, as it was the result of a single
trial under rather unfavorable cireum-
stances. M. Plateau concludes his pa-
per on the subject by cautioning all
persons who may be interested to take
carg in repeating the experiment, lest
the great brilliance of the luminary
should injure their sight. .
At the Boston meeting of the Ameri-
can Association for the advancement of
Science,about six hundred new members
were clected. Two hundred and eighty
papers were entered for the meeting.
The microscope shows a variation in
the thickness of human hair from one
two-hundreth to one six-hundreth part
of an inch, but, notwithstanding such
fineness, each hair is a massive cable
when compared with some other fibres.
