The St. John Globe of Friday last says,— 
The Coroner’s jury was out nearly two 
hours yesterday afternoon in the Campbell 
case before they found the following ver­
dict: “That on Saturday, the 20th day 
of July last, A.D., 1882,James Campbell, 
of Carleton, in the City of St. John, re­
ceived a blow on the left side of the neck 
and head from the effects of which he 
died on the following Sunday morning, 
aud the jury says that : James McCaslin, 
John Beat, Samuel White, John Powers, 
John Prattf, George Godsoe, did. felonious­
ly and unlawfully kill the said James 
Campbell.” The prisoners were commit­
ted for trial by the Coroner, and there 
will, therefore, not be any preliminary 
examination at the Police Court.

When the prisoner 
was locked up, a search of his pockets 
rewarded the officers with several rounds 
of powder, shot and percussion caps for an 
ordinary shot gun. A fire alarm was 
struck at this moment and the brigade 
responded, At the barn were the sentries 
stationed to watch for the other two men. 
The report that the barn was on lire 
startled the crowd, but it was untrue. 
Only a few moments elapsed between the 
arrival of the fireman on the spot and the 
arrest of George Lee, who was found 
hidden in the cellar of the barn and arrest­
ed by ex-policeman Roberts and officer 
Philips. He made no resistance and was 
conveyed to the lockup amid the same 
excitement that accompanied that of his 
accomplice. " In his pockets were found a 
goodly supply of heavy cartridges, the 
revolver for which was afterwards dis­
covered near his hiding place. A heavy 
shot gun loaded with slugs, supposed to 
be the one which discharged the shots into 
Vandine, was also found in the hay mow.

The British troops and those of Arabi 
Pasha have had an encounter, of which 
the following is the report by General 
Allison the British Commander,— 

Persistent native reports having existed 
during the past few days that Arabi 
Pasha was retiring from Kafe El Dwar 
upon Damanhour, I determined a recon- 
noissance to ascertain clearly whether 
Arabi Pasha still held his original position 
strongly. The left column commenced to 
advance at 4.45 p. m., from the advance 
pickets of the Ramleh lines, moving by 
both banks of the Mahmandich Canal, and 
soon came into action with the enemy» 
who were strongly posted in a group of 
palm trees ou the eastern side, and in 
strong, defensible houses and gardens on 
the other side; these positions were car­
ried. At this time Lieut. Vyse, of the 
50th and one soldier w'ere killed. The 
enemy then took a second position half a 
mile in the rear, upon the east bank of 
the canal, among high crops and houses 
and behind the irregular banks of the 
canal. From this position also the enemy 
were driven with great loss. I accompan­
ied the right column myself, and as soon 

the enemy observed us they began 
firing with artillery. I pushed on as 
rapidly as possible till I reached a point 
where the railway approaches Mahman- 
hich canal and opened musketry fire upon 
the enemy lining the banks of the canal. 
Two nine pounders were dragged on to 
the embankment and came into action 
against the enemy’s guns, the 40 pounder 
firing over our heads against a point 
where the enemy’s forces were beginning 
to appear. I now threw forward two 
companies to carry the house near the 
canal, and followed up by throwing four 
companies still more to my left upon the 
banks of and across the canal, thus attain-

A Lot of Trunks at Cost.

Teacher Wanted.

“Neither as a sovereign, suzerain nor 
under any other title will there be room 
for the influence of the Sultan in Egypt 
after the responsibilities of his sovereignty 
have been cynically thrown aside in an 
hour of trial. The Sultan may have 
amused himself by forming new alliances 
and complimenting his new allies with 
decorations, but it remains to be seen 
what help these sympathizers will give 
the Porte. England by acting alone w ill 
acquire and assert her right of controlling 
in future the country she saved. We 
must plainly show the Sultan and the 
Powers that we intend to work thorough­
ly, to retain control when that is done.— 
Mr. Gladstone and his colleagues must 
yield to the compuls 
don Times.

The above is a new departure for the 
London Times, which is regarded as the 
weather-cock of English politics to show 
which way the wind is blowing; or rather 
as the political “ old probabilities” to 
show which way it is going to blow. If 
we read aright the import of the above 
oracular utterance it is this : If England 
is to be at the whole cost of reducing 
Egypt to law and order she must reap the 
whole benefit of the operation in case of 
success. The policy of England will pro­
bably bo to admit as many nations as 
choose to a joint guarantee of the neutral­
ity and freedom of the Suez Canal ; but 
there are grave doubts that, if successful 
in the present war, she will allow any co­
partnership in the control of Egypt.— 
France, in view of her own course in 
Tunis, could not object to an English pro­
tectorate in Egypt. She had no need of 
Tunis, but England has need of Egypt to 
secure her road to her Indian Empire. No 
other foreign country has had any joint 
control in Egypt, and England’s protector­
ate would be for the interest of all coun­
tries. Should the Sultan attempt to as­
sert his sovereignity in Egypt now, it 
would probably lead to the extinction of 
the Turkish Empire—a result which has 
long been regarded as necessary to the 
well-being of the extensive regions over
