He went to the Re-
cord Foundry Co. and found. &ut at what:
price. they would .manufacturs the bridge
tor, viz., 6% cents f.0.b. at ‘Moncton, and
rut in his tender accordingly, intending to
give them the work if he secured the con-
tract. He knew. that they were building
bridges for the government. He did not
ask any other bridge manufacturers their
Lrices. He did not know whether or mnot
the Record Foundry Co. put in a tender for
the superstructure. He visited their works
twice before tendering fer these bridges sn.
Le probably gave the firm to understand that
if he recured the contract he would give
them the steel and iron work. The wit-

ke paid- for superstructure, for ercction, ana

THURSDAY AFTERNOCN.

Mr. Winslow was again before the com-
mittee. Another ineffectual effort was made
by Dr. Stockton to get from him the actual
cost of Mill Cave bridge. . Dr. Pugsley said
ithat Mr.' Ruddock’ and ‘Mr. 'Emmerson would
give the full information. ' The amounts of
the Trueman’s Pond bridge were next call-
ed for. The weight of this bridge was re-
turned at 29,280 pounds, and the cost, so
far as ascertained, was $1,942.20. é

Mr. Winslow stated that no-tenders were
esked for this bridge. Thare are yet some
tnudjusted chaims of the contractors in con-
nection with Campbell : and ‘Blackville
biidges. There was no written contract
for the construction of this bridge. The
witness thought that the chief commissioner
had a verbal' agreement .with' the builders.
He did not know what that agreement was.
He raid the mcney to Mr. Ruddock in in-
stalments from time to time on the certi-
Gicate of Alfred Haines. Tke witness did
not know of any payments being made for
flooring or painting; nor of any clalms on
account of that work being outstanding.

‘When tenders were  asked for, any of
these bridges notification would be ‘sent to
all the contractors in the province, a list
of whom are kept in the board of works of-
fice, ard a ceopy uf the tende: is also posted
up in the office; Mr, Winslow did nct know
whether or not the Record Foundry Co. and

president of the Record Fourndry Co. of
Moncton since’ 1834, was examined by Dr.
Stockton. He testified: that all his negotia~
tions with' Mr. Fmmerson and also with Mr.
Haines were verbal—no writings at alf His
arrai gements with Mr. Haines were to con-

per pound, tbe government to furnish tl.e
flooring. The terms made with Mr. Haines
were ae same as talked over with Mr. Em-
merson. Mr. Haines did not try to obtain
lower prices. He got the cheques. for pay-
ment’ for the work from Mr, Haines. He
ficated ‘Mr. Haines' drafts and 'notes to
build these bridgeés and negotisted them at
Meoncton. He kept no books himself; he re-
lied wholly ‘upon the books of the Record
Foundry © Co.  ‘The Record Foundry Co.
charged him 5 cents per: ‘pound. for i1he
material f. o. b. ‘at Monecton, 'all, manufac
tured ready for erection. Whatever he could
get beysnd that figure went to himseclf. All
kis “dealings were with ‘Mr." Haines.

The witness produced the . bills - from. the
Eecord Foundry Co. tc himself for the Le-
febvre, Campbell and Blackville bridges,
charged to him at 5 cents per pound,’ the
total amount being '$25,631.55. * He- received
from Mr, Haines $36,219.55, leaving him $10,-
583, over and above what he paid the Re-
cord Foundry Co. 'This he ‘¢laimed was to
pay for freight, erection, removing -the old
briége and other expenses. ‘ !

No meeting of the directors of the Resord
Fovedry Co. was called to decide whether
or. not they would undertake'to -build and

was decided by the manager of the company,
Joshua. Poters. He '(the witness) was wil-
ling, however, to assume the-risk 'of erec-
tion on his own account. He was willing
to assume that risk himself even though the
Recnrd Foundry Co. was not.

Robert Fletcher of St. "Marys,  was his
foreman in the erection of the bridges. Mr.
Fletcher Ihad been foremar ;in the shops of
the Record Foundry Co. He worked In er-
ecting the bridges vnder the direction of Mr.
Haines. Mr. Fletcher had charge of the
men and paid tbem. Mr. Fletcher would
bring -the pay shecets and, other accounts in
connection with thke erection to the witness.
FHe had destroved all these. He could no-
give any idea or make any statement as to
what it ccst him to erect the Lefebvre arnd
Campbell tridges. He did not keep any ot
the pay sheets, or other memorandas, which
would aid him in dctermining what it cost
to_erert these bridges.

Dr. Stockton—Seems to me you and Wil-
lard Kitchen have a very peculiar method,
for husimess men, of destrcying your papcrs
relating to your business transactions.

Alfred Haines is a stockholder in the Re-
cord Fourdry Co. He bezame a stockholder
vpon ,the advice of the witness. Mr. Haines
Lolas 5 shares of stock, the par value beirg
$10G per sharza. The company has paid on
an average 127.10 per cent. in dividends
during the 18 years in which it has been in
business. Last year the company paid 10
per  cent. dividend or $100,000 capital, and
carrjed $15,000 to resi. The company first
went into the bridge building business in
1894, They did so at the request of Mr.
Ryan and Mr. Plair, and for the purpese
of coing government. work.

AFTERNOON PROCEEDINGS.

r. Stockton asked that the chairman
issue a subpoena to Mr. Peters to produce
the stock books of the Record Foundry Co.
The cLairman said tha: he would do so.

Mr. Peters said that the books were . not
under his control, but under the control of
the directors, and they at a meeting had
decided that the information asked for would
not be made public.

Dr. Stockton then asked that a summons
to prcduce the books  be issued for the
treasurer and manager of the company.

PHELPS JOHNSON AGAIN.

Quite a long discusston arose over the
centinued absence of Phelps Johnson of Mon-
treal, who came here last wezk to give eyi-
dence and was prevented doing so.by the
government, Dr. Pugsley intimated that
Mr. Hazen was using his influcnce to ia-
duce Mr. Johnson not to return. Mr. Hazen
stated that Dr. Pugsley was entirely wrong.
He had twice sent telegcams to Mr. John-
son asking him to return and testify. Mr.
Hagzen went on to say that Mr. Johnson had
come here to give evidence, but Dr. Pugst:
ley prevented him from testifying. Mr.
Johnson was prepared tp give information
and preduce contracts of every bridge whickh
his company had build or terdered for in
tke maritime provinces, but because he did
not bring papers which Dr. Pugsley wanta4d,
and whica Mr, Johnston stat>d were not un-
der his control, he was not allowed to tes-
tify about matters upon which he was com-
petent to speak.

The matter was discussed at considerable
length by Dr. Stockton and Dr. Pugsley.

Mr. Hazen said that it was not fair for
Dr. Pugsley to state to this committee that
Mr. Johnson came here with only three or
four’ contracts, and for that statement to go
vnchallenged. He (Hazen) would now state
that Mr. Johnson, when he came here,
brought with him 23 contracts ‘of all the
bridges which his company rad ever huilt in
the maritime provinces, and also 70 or 50
tenders of brilges in the maritime prov-
fnces which his company had put in, Thls{
cavered all the' company’s dealings in the
provinces, and because he had not prnduced
a mass of papers which were not at all
necessary to the irquiry, and cver which hé {

had no coxtrol, the commiittee, at ‘the ' in-
stance of Dr. Pugsley, had preventzd him
from. testifying. &

.contmittee. I, however, decided out of eour-
tesy to the committee to honor its sum-
mons, though the course involved' a good
deal of personal inconvenience andsabsence
from duties at a time when my presence
here was greatly needed. 1 was further in-
fluenced to this course hy the!fact that Mr.
Emimerson had publicly misstatel the. waight
and the cost per pound of the bridges -at
Salisbury, Sussex andg St. George, built
Eome years ago by my company, and I was
desirous of proving the actual weight of.the
structures—something Mr. - Emmerson could
have had no .means of knowing with eer-
tainty. In preparation for the trip, A pro-
cured full ¢ata of all highway bridges built
by my company in the maritime provinces
from 1852 tor this date, and te establish the
cenditions under which the bridges were
built, I also procured the contracts and
specificatiors for nearly all of them, ‘ana
generally prepared to give you committee
full particulars as to the woaight and eost
of all highway bridges built within the time
stated in New Brunswick and Nova Seotia.
1 was further prepared to give the commit-
teo the full benefit of all knowledge gained
by myself in thirty years’ experience in the
tridge busincss. :

An hour or so before the time of my de-
parture I received from Mr. Carvell a telo-
gram reading: ‘““You are required to produce
before the commiitez the original plans, *
specifications and contracts for all highway
Lridges censtructed by vour company be-
tween 1891 and 1807, both inclusive.” This
telegram called for the production before
the committee of a great number of papers,
few of which could be of any interest to
them, and all of which are entirely of their
jurisdiction, were nct my own property nor
within my personal control, and which
would have taken days to collect had 1 been
in position to produce them. Under the cir-
cnmstances, I concluded not to delay my de-
pariure, but went on to Fredericton, as had
Leen arranged. On my arrival at Frederic-
ton I appezred before the committee, and, as
you are aware, they refused to hear me or
to allow me to give any evidence whatever,
for the stated reason that I had not fully
cemplied with the. telegraphed instructions
to bhring a mass of papers which thiey had
no right to demand, nor I any right to pro-
duce. While in Fredericton I was served
with two subpoenas, the first requiring’ me
to produce =all contracts in my possessivii,
or uuder my control, referring to highway
bridges built by my company between . the
years 1831 and 1897 inclusive, and also copfes
of all tenders for the said bridges. The
second subpoena required me to producé ali
plaps, specifications, memoranda and other
documents and papers showing the length,
description of work and weights of all high-
way bridges constructed by the Domimion
bridge Co. between' 1891 and 1397, both: in-
clusive. It should be noted that in ‘this
second subpoena there 1s no restrietion 1o
papers in my possession or under my con-
irol, but the order is absolute. These iwo
subpoenas called for the production at Fre-
dericton of a very large portion of the ‘books
and records of ‘my company, practically
everything referring to  its  highway busi,
ness for’ a term of 8 years, and. these de-

mé at 4ll. ' The secretary of my company
declines [to . permit’ his- records’ to be  de-
pleted as demarded by your cemmittee, and
I consider that”a&hother “vitit to Frederieton
would be merely. a waste of time; for I am
sire no tearing would be allowed me.
