For somo time past. it has been rumored that
stensive tracts of Crowa Lands had boen taken
1p by wealthy persons onspeculation ; and there
as much grumbling and complaint when it was
found, that along the line of Railway, between
his City and Shediac, nearly every acre hadbeen
{ y disposed ef. more ospecially, all the valu-
uhlq Jnnds near the Railway stations in King's
ind Westmorland Counties. ’

We have'ascertained beyond adoubt, that such
has really been the case, and we proceed to-day

ing, from authentic infermation ebtained at the

As everybody knows. the Honorable Jamex
Brown is af the head of the Crown Land Depart-
ment; but everybody may not know, that Andrew
Imches is af the head of the Crown Land Office,
as Chief Dfaugitsman. Having for many jears
been in charge of the Land Sales under cvery
Administragion, he has become the actual Sur-
veyor General, as the gentlemen who have filled
that office, go in, and go out, with every change
of the Executive. It would be supposed that he,
of ull persons. would be the lust to trafficin Crown
Lands espeeially in the face of the following re-
gulation, among others, for the disposal of those
Lands :(— - ;
* Regulation 4. No Local Deputy shall be per-
mitted eithgr directly or indirecily, to purchase
orbe in any manner interested in, any Crown
Lands whatsoever. '

As Chief Draughtsman, Mr. Inches 18 at the
head of the Lnonf Deputies throughout the Prov-
ince. He receives thoir retarns of Survey and of
Land Sales, and -has the general supervision of
all their proceedings. Above all others, he should
most carefully = abstain from any connection
with-Crewn Lands, under the Fourth Regulation,
but he is far from having done sv. We have to
state seme of his proeeedings.

In the first place, Mr. Inches hus recently be-
come the grantee of some valuable tracts. in close
proximity to the Petitcodiac Railway Station ; and
his brother appears™o have been so fortunate as
to obtain two grants i the same locality. Thus:

We next find, that all the lands in Westmer-
land County, granted to Richard Hutchison, weve,
immediately after tho Grants issued an August
last. conveyed to Anlrew Iuches.  The certifi-
cate«f the Register of Deeds for Westmorland,
informs us, that Richard Hutchison and wife, by
deoed dated Augnst 20th. 1360, und registered
December 220d, 1860. for the consideration of
£1000, conveyed to Andrew Inches, four thou-
sand nine hundred and eighty acrés of lund, being
the Tracts deseribed in fourteen of the (irants to
Riehard Hutchison above mentioned.

We have reason to believe that the Tructs of
land grunted to Richard Hutehison were yot ap-
plied for by him; that he had no interestin them
whatsoever, dirsetly or indirectly ; but whether
his-name wae used with, or without, his comsent
we are not aware. No doubt he will soon have
an apportunity of giving u full explanation, which
willre.deve him from all imputation in the matter.

As an illustration of this mode of obtainin
Grants of Land, in the nume «of, parties who hng
no interest in them, we mention the following
case. 5

In May, 1859, seven Grants of Land, in the
County of W estmorland, passedto James Vernen.
They eontained ip all four thousand ono hundred
and twenty-fivé acres, very choice land, one part
a shoit distanee only from the Railway Station at

Salisbury. Immediately after the issue of th-
Grantsy-of which Mr. Vernon was not aweare, he
was called by Andrew Inehes 10 execute a
conveyance lands therein mentioned, and
also of one t! ind five hundred acres, near Eel
Rivir, in the Coltaty of York, wlich had been
conv i on to Mgz. Vernon, but in
"which he had te § nor of which hebad any

knowledge. gt

A az’y d’““ executed by James Vernon
and wife, on thet veeasion, ceniﬁew the Reg-
ister of Deeds for Wiestmorland, is before ws, and
it fully bears out the statement that Mr. Vernon

had nothlhf to dg with the transaction: B{ this
Deed date: MW dth, 1859, it appears that Jam' s
Vernon.and Wife, conveyed—* so far only as

they, or cither of them, lawfully can or may, and

Inchds) of and in the whel of the smd landsin York
and Westmorland, amenpting to five thousand
six hundred and twenty-five acres in the propoe-
tion of {wo-thirds to the said William Lanson and
one-thi1d to the said Chazles Inches.

The sin3 ilar terms of this Deed; by which Mr.
Vernon ab wlved himself from all participation in
the affuir, shows clearly the nature of the tran-
saction ; and we have reas: n to believe, that in the
case of Richard Hutchisom, the transaction was
precisely. similar.

But we have not yet done with the Tond tran-
sactions of Andrew Inches, .

We jnbge by the Certificate of the Register of
Deedstor Albert County, that the name of Robers
Ferguson has for years past been uscd to obtain
g:ants of Crown ia.nd-, By a deed dated April

h. 1856, Robert Fergmson conveyed to Andrew
Inches five hundred actes of land, in the County
of Albert, in Block No.9.

By another Deed, also dated Apwil 9th F856
Robert Ferguson, deseribed as of the parish of
Addington, i the Couaty of Restigouche, Gen-
tleman, conveyed to Andrew Inehes, and a highly
respected citizen of St. John, jointly, two thous-
and four hundred acres of land, for the eonsidera-
tion of £750, This Citizen joined Apirew Inches
in the purchase, at his request, by letter: stating
it would be a good speculativn. The Citizen paid:
for his half of the purchase, in. cash, £3%5, bemg:
£81 more than the Government price for: the
whole 2,400 acresy and Andrew Inches now
holds one-half or twelve hnndred acres, free: andt
clear.

By another Deed dated Jume, 15th,” 1357, but
not registered until March 23rd, 1859, John J.
Fraser conveyed to Andiew Inches, inconsider~
ation of £10C five hundred aeres of land in the
Parislvof Elgin, Connty of Albert. Thisisnot.one-
of the grants of recent date to John:J. Fraser,
but amolder affair. :

By another Dived, dated March 17. 1859 Joka
J. Fraser coveyed to: Andrew Inches for the con-
sideration of 1625, One thousand acres of land,
alsv inthe sarish of Elgin, Albert County..

Weeould go further, and'exhibit various other-
transactions of Andrew Inches, in connection with
this extensive system of Land-Jobbing: but we
have said quitesenough fer the present to warrant
us in the beliefi. that the House of Assembly will
instantly raise & Committee to investigate the
whole of these transactiens throughout the Pro-
vince, and scertain by what means such extensive
tracts of Land have been ubtained by the Gran-
tees—whether by means of.fintitious applications
under the Law for the disposal of Crown Lands-
by auction, or by evasion of the provisions of the
Labor Act. ¥f it should appear that any of
these lands have been obtamned by falsehood, or
evasion, measures will of course be taken 1o es-
cheat the grants, and revest the lands in: the
Crown. A Commitee of the House, we presame,
will be comstituted under the provisions of the
Aot of last secession (introduced: by Mr.'
Grey) by which full power is given to-any Com-
mittee cither of the House of Asembly,.or of the
Lo‘fi‘itll\tive’ Council, t® send for persons, papers,
and recurds, and to exewmine alliwithesses on oath,
Before sugh Committee, Andrew Inchés will be
able to defend his cenduct, if he has a defenow,
and state for whom he stands Thustee, and for
whose benefit beside his own, he has engaged
in his Land-Jebbing; Other Gentlemen whose
pames have become mixed up with' these tran-
sactions, willalso’have the c:]p rtunity of explain-
ing how they were deagge mo the matter; and
sselearing their skirts
brought upom thewm.by these extraordinary pre-
eeedings.

If so viciows system of disposing of the Crown:
