New Jabots and Collars

VISIT to the counters where

dainty neck fixings ere sold re-

Veals the fact that jabots and
collars are loveller than ever. Frills
are no longer worn on the coat; they
have been supplanted by the jabot and
rabat coilar,

A pretty jabot can be made of tulle
or Brussclg net ocut in a strip twelve
inches long by seven inches wide. On
this embroider & dainty desien with
mercerized cotton. This can be more
succesafully executed if a plece of stiff
paper is basted under the tulle. Whip-
stitch an edging of valencienmes lace to
the edge of the strip and baste the
pleats in place. Finally press with a
heated fron and bind the top with a bias
strip of lawn.

If you do not embroider well, charm-
ing collars can be made of fine allover
embroideries. Many of the lovellest de-
signs are colored to represent the old
-colonial needlework. Select a pattern
which fits well and arrange the strip
of embroidery around the edge.

These are
made by taking a blas strip of eatin one
inch wide, folding it in the center and
wrapping {t around itself.
