Resolution Passed That Insu:
rance Inadequate to Cover
Risk Involved on West Side

Terminals.

The council of the Board of Trade
held its fortnightly meeting yesterday
and among the matters taken up was
that of insurance on the West side ter-
minals, and u resolution was adopted
as follows:

“Therefore resolved, that, in the
opinion of this council, the present in-
surance is entirely inadequate to the
risk involved, and the sccretary be re-
quested to communicate with the City
Council asking that immediate steps
b2 taken to increase the insurance to
an amount more nearly approaching
the replacement value; or to provide
same further protective measures
which shall minimize the risk.”
