eighty-five cents in Amherst. Other
things rank about the same as in Ed-
monton, except remt which is much
lower.
| The cause of unemployment appeared
{to be a deliberate effort to starve the
workers into a docile mood. The East
erner has three questions he asks, which
are: ‘“What about those fellows who
are in jail in Winnipeg?’’ ‘* What does
it eost to live out West!’' ‘‘What do
you think of the O.B.U.1"’

There is a decided hostile feeling
against the government for the Prus-
sian methods used in dealing with the
labor problem. And ‘the workers in all
industries have petitioned the govern-
ment on the behalf of the Winnipeg
strike leaders for they know that with
that ‘‘gem of legislation,’* the Amend
ed Immigration Aect, the worker from
now on will have to fight with his coat
off.

To the Easterner there is only one
party represented in Parliament. The
reeent Liberal convention is ‘looked
upon as more camouflage. The feeling
against the present government is so
hostile that if Speaker E. N. Rhodes
had to run for re-ecletion in Cumber-
land ecounty again he would not be able
to save his deposit. The worker who
fares the worst of all is the school
teacher. Four hundred dollars is the
highest salary for a Grade A teacher

that I run across and that includes the
government grant. There is a great
exodus of teachers from Eastern Can-
ada to places where they recognize that
a teacher must also eat to live.

The Eastern worker is doing a lot of
thinking these days of how to better
his condition; what form of organiza-
tion will funetion the best to his inter-
est. Nearly all of them belong to some
labor organization or other. In talking
with them I gather they are opposed
to the 0.B.U,, as at present constituted.
The OB.U. lacks one fundamental that
is essential. That is provision for the
worker to get representation om the
governing bodies so that when a dis-
pute arises the workers will not find
the ecapitalist with the power of the
State behind him to defest the work-
ers. Also the form of organization is
too ecumbersome and undemocratie.

The present form is looked upon as
needing re-organizing., The units are
too small. The constitutions that forbid
politieal netion will have to be amend-
ed so that we may have s machine that
will function not like & man going into
& fight with one hand tied behind his
back, but like 8 man with both hands
free so that he may fight with his ex-
treme powers.

I think that fairly represents the
ideas of the workers. In proof of same
they are active in their unions. They
also have a hranch of the labor party
in each town.

There is one thing I noticed that is
coming slong strong; that is the co-
aperative store movement, which is a
movement that has merit in it and one
that will require a lot of energy to
make it go, while the other fellow somn-
trols means of production.

. There is also great animosity between
the farmers and the industrial workers
and it is something that the eapitalist
is fostering with the aid of the ‘‘rep-
tile press,.”’

Tt would not be fair to close without
saying someihing about the ' National
Railway. I rode on it all the way and

PROF. ALEXANDER
- ON THE VITALITY
. OF LIBERALISM :

Liberalism Is an Attitnde of Open-
Mindedness, Controlled * By
Sanity and Jndgment

{By Prof. Wm Hardy Alexander)

a.m. when Professor William Hardy
Alexander spoke on ‘‘The Vitality of |
Liberalism.’’

Following the method of the Greek
philosopher Aristotle in his Ethies, the
speaker defined Liberalism as falling
between the extremes of Conservatism
on the one hand and Revolution om the
other. It is the state of mind of the
free man, who is free both from the
mere fear of change and the excessive
love of it. Ideally Liberalism is an atti-
tude of open-mindedness in every phase
of life, controlled by sanity and judg:
ment.

But Liberalism of this type historie
ally tends first to Whiggism or mere in-
ertia, and then to re-actibn. As a mat- |
ter of pra¢tice Liberalism must lean |
rather to the extreme of Revolution
than to evenmindedness; that is to say,
it must be radical because of the nat-
ural sluggishness of the human mind
and its inaccessibility to ideas. Liber-!|
alism to fight fear, ignorance, and re-
action requires, as it has always re-|
quired, the super-vitality econferred by |
radicalism.

The study of history, political, eco-

veals the truth of this. Reform after
reform, advance after advance,  was

Liberalism as displayed in the demands
of radicalism, roused at last a sufficient

to think, and once that has beemn done,
the advanee is as good as made, beeause
to think is to move. And then the rad-

commonplace of the next.

Thus it is historically an error to be
unduly exereised about radiealism |
which is only the natural means provid-
ed for getting up steam quickly in the
|engine of Liberalism. All our present |
ilihertwn are due to radiealism inspiring
{ Liberalism, and to the same cause all
subsequent progress will be due. |

To exempt religion from this general
law of life is to rob it of actuality for
the thinking man who sees progress and
advance in all his remaining world of |
thotught and instinetively demands it in
religion too. In the history of latter
day religion the Unitarian faith has
been in the vanguard of Liberalism be-
cause of its vital radiealism which has |
profoundly affected religious thought in
Britain and Ameries. A proper appre- |
ciation of the true funetion of radical- |
ism in relation to Liberalism leads in-
evitably to great respeet for Unitarian-
ism as the interpreter of a liberal re-
ligious faith.

The address which was closely and
apprecistively followed by those pres-
ent will be supplemented next Sunday
by a talk on ‘‘Unitarianism the con-|
sistent exponent of Liberalism in Re- |
ligion."’
