- Although the Mission of the American Baptist
Board in the Burman Empire, bezan in 1813, by
Jopsox, has, by reason of the intolerant charac-
ter of the Government, been for some years sus-
pended, there are in Burmah several churches
under the sarc of Native Pastors, and the Gospel
is finding its way among the puople.

South and aast of Bnrmah are situated the pro-

‘Wnces of Mariadas. Taecy. and Mergui. In
rovinces the American Bptist Board have
17 Missionaries, and about 60 Native I’reachers
and Assistants. The state and prospects of the
several Missionsare of a most enc-ouragzing cha-
racter ; and the Boarl with its Missionaries are
wisely acting in accordance with that excellent
maxim, namely, * where Gop has given a mea-
- sure of success we ought to pay all possible atten-
tion, following it up with increased labour.”

Por the sake of such of our readers a3 may
not be intimate with eastern affairs, it may not
be unnecessary to remark,that Assam. Arracan,
and the other countries just mentioned, with the
exception of the Burman empire, are under Brit-
ish rule—constitute a part of the British posses-
sions.

Burmah, and these coantries (whirh until late
years formed a part of that empire.) have heen
depopulated, and almost laid waste, by gross mis-
government and oppression. The greater part
of the soil is in a state of nature ; the inbabitants
are in a semi- barbarous condition, possessing nei-

. ther agricultural, nor manufacturing industry,
- and have lived, for ages, in a state of war or an-
archy. Were these countries led in the
same proportion as Bengal, that part of India, to
which, in soil and climate, they bear the closest
resemblance, it is estimated, they would contain
a population of 40,008,000, or ten times the num-
ber of their present inhabitants. Nothiug seems
wanting to insure a great increase of population,
but tranquillity and security ; and now that Brit-
ish power and influence are established in these
arts, these benefits may be calculated upon.
he nations and races inhabiting theee countrics
present a vast and promising field for Missionary
operations. To render them great, prosperous,
and happy, nothing is wanted but the civilising
and tranquillizing principles of Christianity.
Here, again, the responsibility of British Chris-
tiana,which increases with the extension of British
power and influence, strongly urges itse!f on our
atteation. The settlement of small Christian
communities in these parts, chosen from amongst
the most devoted of the meinbers of our churches
——similar to those sent forth in former times,
into different countries, by the Waldenses
would exercise a most happy influenee and prove
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Christianity among thess nations. That such
communities would receive ample protection
and encouragement from the British local author-
ities, these is no ground for cutertaining the sha-
dow of a doubt.

Still further eastward lies the kingdom of Siam.
The Siamese are one of the most considerable
and civilised of the group of nations inhabiting
the tropical regions between 1lindostan and Chi-
na. The population including all races, is esti-
mated at about 3,000000. The Siamese are
vain, proud, and untractable, estcem themselves
the first people on earth, and treat with ridicule
the idea of alaving an eqnal, especially among
European nations.  They are, moreaver, charac-
terised by religious apathy and loose morality.
A person who has, during some years, beena
resident in Banakok. the capital of the empire,
in refurring to the state of morals,observes:— It
secms as if the Siamese were rapidly approach
ing to a point of vorru{n(icn and misery net lone
to be survived, even though thev shou'd be nng
molested by foreign powers.  Their moral ¢har-
acterand condition cannot be better delineated
than ia the description vigan by the Apostle Panl
in the first chapter of lhclﬁ\]')islle to the Ramans,

The ** Ame-
rican Presbyterian Board of Missions” had for-
merly a Mission at Bargkok, but withdrew it
about four years ago.
