OTTAWA, Jan. 7.—The government
has under consideration a change in
immigration regulations with a view to
provide that henceforth all immigrants
coming to Canada must come direct tao
Cafiada, in ports of entry from thei¢
native land or from their countries of
adopted citizenship. While this regula-
tion would apply to immigrants of all
nationalities its chief effect would be to
stop Japanese coming to British Col-
umbia via Honolulu. It is understood
that the Japanese government has in-
formed Mr. Lemieux that there would
be no objection-on their part to such

restriction and further promised to
restrict immigration of Japanese to
Canada to minimum desired by Cana-
aa.

MAYOR FSUSSEx

Most Interesting Con-

Mills Had Small Majority—
The New Council—George
Doherty Arrested

-

SUSSEX, Jan. 7.—After a contést of
unusual interest to the pcople of this
town, Walter J. Mills was today elect-
ed Mayor over J., A. McArthur by a
safe majority. The vote stood Mills,
187; McArthur, 172.

During the day friends of both par-
ties worked hard and for a time. at
least Scott Act matters were ‘ placed
in the shade.

This is the first mayoralty election’in
this town’s history. The temperance
workers tried first to induce Mr. Mills
to retire from the mayoralty contest
and run in Ward 3, with the idea of
defeating  the candidate inimical to
Scott Act enforcement. He refused at
first but later -offered to withdraw if
Mr. McArthur would do the same and
allow Mayor Murray to be re-elected
by acclamation. Mr. McArthur declin-
ed to do this. Both men were con-
sidered favorable to the temperance in-
terests, so the vote was largely divid-
ed on personal lines.,

The following aldermen were elected
by acclamation: Alderman ‘at large,
J. R. McLean, Aldermen Ward 1, W. H.
Hayés and Walter Lietz; Ward 2, C.
H. Perry and Dr, L. R. Murray; Ward
8, H. H. Dryden and George Coggan.
With the exception of Mr. Coggan, all
were members of the last couneil.

Today George Doherty against whom
Scott Act chargeés were made, was plac-
ed under arrest and taken to. the jail
in Hampton. The hearing in the case
was postponed until Friday. It was be-
lieved that the liquor seized and tak-
en off the express team some days ago
belonged to Doherty.

CLIVE AND WOLFE|

London Times Gommends Steps

to Gommemorate Deeds.

Moment Well Chosen for Nationalizing

Quebec Battlefields—Opposed
to Statue Idea.

The London Times has heartily tak-
en up Earl Grey's proposals with .re-
ference to erecting the Quebec Battle-
fields into a national park in connec-
tion. with the 300th anniversary of the
founding of Quebec by Champlain.
The followihg editorial in the Times
of December 16 i8 devoted to the sub-
Ject: a

“By. an interesting coincidence, on
Thursday &and Friday last  week
speeches were delivered, ome in Mon-
treal and the other heré in London, in
celebration of the founders of our Can-
adian and- Indian Empires a century
and a half #g0.-'At the Merchant Tay-
lors’ ,Sehool Lord Curzon unveiled a
memorial commemorating the eduea-
tion there of Robert, Lord. Clive, the
victor of Plassey, who, as Governor of
Fort Willlam 'in Bengal, “won the
love of the native peoples and left the
administration pure.” In his fine
speech,.instinct with the greatness of
his theme, Lord Clive’s successor iwvas
able to reassure his audience about
one subject which he has much at
heart, He tells us that a sum is now
secured all but sufficient for memor-
ials in Liondon and in Calcutta worthy
of the man to whom England and
India owe so much. Our own views
on this scheme are well known, and
we need now .only record .our great
issue
to Lord Curzows pious endeavors ' to
celebrate Lord Clive's achievements,
In the younger American continent,
Lord Grey, Governor-General of Can-
ada, made an appeal on the previous
day for an object which has for some
months been interesting the Province
of Quebec and, indeed, the whole of
the Dominion. During the ‘same de-
cade as that in which Clive won In-
dia, and under the same great. Min-
ister’'s ‘direction, Woife, on the Plains
of Abraham, died in ‘the hour which
almost at the same moment . as -his
noble adversary Montcalm. Less than
a year later, Wolfe’'s lieutenant, Mur-
ray, left in charge of Quebec, suffered
his glorious defeat from de ~Levis,
Montcalm’s successor, on the neigh-
boring plain of Sainte Foye.

“The moment is well chogen. Next
year Canada will be celebrating her
three hundredth birthday. Early in
the sixteenth century Jaéques Cartier
with PFrench adventurers visited Qué-
bee, bt it was not until 1608 that any
serious attempt was made to "settle
and annex the country. In thatvyear
Champlain founded the parent- city of
Canada. For a hundred and fifty
years more Quebec was the great outs
post of French dominion on the Am-
erican continent where great admin-
istrators and ecclesiastics, even more
Canadian than French, like Frontena¢
and Laval spread French 'ideas and
French religion im ‘competition with
the slower-witted and less well-direct-
ed British colonies to the south. It
was the Ccity of the soldier and the
priest, ‘spire and belfry, church -and
monastery, barrack and battery
mounting one above the other, - tier
above tier,” that Wolfe first saw one
summer morning in 1759 from -the Isle
of Orleans. This part of the . city
facing down stream from Cape Dia=
mond is no less imposing now than
it was in Mondtcalm’s day; it is the
ridge beyond,® overlooking the narrow
channel of the river and the track
where Wolfe’s troops “whom nothing
could discourage, pulled -themselves
and one another up by stumps and
boughs of trees,’ that is now changed
in 'aspect and disfigured. The pro-
posal supported with all the weight of
his authority by Lord Grey to coms-
memorate Canada’s three hundredth
anniversary, is to buy up the Plains
of Abraham and the fleld of Sainte
Foye. beyond, - remove  the jail and
other inappropriate buildings from
their presemt site and dedicate beth
grounds- as a public park to the na-
tion for ever. Further, it is pro-
posed in rivalry of the colossal statue
of Liberty which greets the voyager
at New York, to erect- a momument
representing the Angel of Peace on
.the most prominent: site in Quebec
overlooking the St. Lawrence, with
outstretched arms to welcome the im-
migrant to the land of promise. With
this last suggestion we confess that
we do- not feel so much in accord as
with. the rest of -the scheme; a sym-
bolical statue of the nature describ-
ed might perhaps jar with the  an-
cient associations and the picturesque
aspect to‘ the traveller’'s sense of awe
and beauty as it did to Wolfe. But
to free the Plains of Abraham and
of Sainte Foye from  incongruous. as-
sociations,. and to dedicate. them . to
the finest traditions of beth nationali~
ties in Canada, are ideas worthy  of
the great occasion which they are in-
tended teo celebrate.

* BRITISH CABINET

The Anil-Hindu Legislation fn
Transvaal Unpopular

One - of Hefor?ns Promised in -Assuming
Sovereignty Over Transvaal Was
* Equal Political Rights,

LONDON, Jan: 7.~—Amid the general
optimism with ‘which the New Year
has’ been greeted it is curious that
Englishmen of all creeds and parties
indulge in grumbles about home poli-
tics.” Perhaps the greatest grumblers
of all-"are the nominal supporters of
the conglomerate Government which
rules or misrules the significant Em-
pire.

It would not be instructive to go in-
to the details of the complaints which
have poured on the luckless heads of
Prime Minister Campbell-Bannermarn
and his associates. A Governfment of
compromises between uncompromising
elements seldom wins popularity, > and
the task which the Cabinet assumed
two years ago has been hopeless from
the outset. Inconsistency is still re-
garded in this country as a cardinal
political crime and the ' Campbell-
Bannerman commission has been pecu-
liarly vulnerable to attacks under this
head. They find the latest accusation
particularly embarrassing and un-
answerable. It relates to an exact
analogy to the anti-Japanese grievance
on the Pacifi¢ coast, but as it involves
a race question within the Empire it
creates no international complications.

The Transvaal authoriti}:s find that
through economic reasons” they cannot
tolerate the' influx of Indian natives
and so they are to be kept out and
those already there are got rid of if
possible. - Now it was a similar ex-
clusion by the late Presiderit Kruger
of the Transvaal which was one of
England’s chief grievances against the
old Boer Government. The Indians were
aliens then, but .now they are fellow
subjects of the King and one of the re-
forms promised by Great Britain in
assuming sovereignty over the Trans-
vaal was equal political rights. The
firgt repressive condition imposed is
that all Indians in the Transvaal shall
register - or be deported. There are
many of them and they have decided
that they will not register, so there is
a temporary deadlo¢k in the attempt
of one part of the Empire to oust its
fellow brothér - subjects of another
part.

VESUVIUS SAID TO BE
GETTTING BUSY AGAIN

NAPLES, -Jan. 8.—Following a num-
ber" bt heavy détomatlons yesterday ‘a
portion of' the cone of Mount Vesuyius’
sank within the crater cauging great
internal ebullation. Enormous columns
of smoke rose from the crater and
spread . for miles.

As Lu Ing' refused
to pay “more, war was declared be-
tween the Ping Kun Tong and the
Hop Sings.

The first clash resuited in seven
being killed and ten wounded, and
since that time the fighting has bedp
continued. Lately the Hop Sings, in
their desire to get back the money al- -
leged due their Tong, held up a fan-
tan gaine:at Los Angeles, and in the
fracas two members of the Bo Ons, a
dirferenﬁ and inoffensive Tong, were
shot by' the Hop Sings, with the re-
sult that the fight became general and
every Tong was implicated. ¥

of it was that Lu Ing was awarded
the girl and- the Hop Sings declared
to be in the wrong.
