QUEBEC, Feb. 14.—A plea that

In return for this the city gets the Street Railway, and 

Grand Valley, lock, stock and barrel, and the 38-year franchise 
is wiped, out. The Grand Valley will he wiped out. and it is 
estimated $50,000 secured from its disposition. It is more than 
likely the Street Railway system will be operated by a com­
mission, and to this end an Act of Parliament will have to he 
secured. The problem is regarded as the biggest which Brant­
ford ratepayers have everjaced.
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
