Dresden, Germany, Oct. 1— The Saxon 
minister of the interior has published the 
following statement: “As we hear, our 
King has made the ssaerifice of not fol­
lowing the army to the theater of war, 
very probably in consideration of the 
fact that in 1870-7 IBismarek frequently 
expressed the opinion that the duties of 
a crowned head are often such as\ to ex­
clude him from conducting a war in 
person.
