HOW TO MILK A COW.

The Minnesota dairy commission
makes the followmg vsluable sugges-
tions to cow milkers

“Always milk in aclean airy
free from odors. Before
milk brush all the loose
from the cow’s side and udder If the
udder is soiled hava a pail of water
and cloth or at hand, and give
it a_thoroug! c eaning ve the

“Be gentle with the cow and sit
down to her so that you can place
Lour head against her Ennk and con-

““The safest &omuon is a three legged
stool; taking the pail firmly between
{our lmees, not getting so near or so
ar away that the milker cannot sit
firmly and steadily and rise quickly.

the off hind teat with the left han
and the near fore teat with the righ
or the off foreteat with the right han
