Not 
to speak of the editions of hia works in 
America, leaving out the vast circulation 
of hi* essays, we may gather some idea of 
his extraordinary popularity from tee 
one fact that within a generation after its 
first appearance, upwards of “140,000 
“copies of the History will have 
“ been printed and sold in the 
“United Kingdom alone.” In 1866 
Lord Macaulay himself wrote: “Th* 
“* wonderful Twenty-six thousand five 
“hundred copies sold in ten weeks.”
