Jury Returned Verdict of Acquittal 
followed by an Intensely Drama­
tic Scene—Premier Fell Forward 
on Hearing of Charge of Murder 
Removed.

Lived for two Y ears 
.....  as an Indian

/•<: The Strange Quest of a College Graduate and

Ferait, B.C., Nov. 14.—The Liberal 
rally last night, held in the Audi­
torium Building, was a success from 
start to finish, though the notice was 
Very short for the meeting.

morning. The Auditorium was filled 
ito the doors.

Much 
of his time was taken up in an apolo- 
getical defence of his candidature, 
while at the same time being attor­
ney for the C.N.R. Co. This part of 
his spece hhad best been left alone, 
looking at it from a Conservative 
point of view. He spoke briefly up­
on the government's proposed rail­
way policy, stating that while there 
was nothing stated in the memoran­
dum of contract with the C Î^.R. re­
garding the first mortgage on the 
railway in British Columbia as secur­
ity for the bonds and interest, there 
was surety of such.

John Harringtqn, Socialist candi­
date, was not able to be present, but 
the time alloted him was taken up 
by J. C. Turner, the leading local 
Socialist. Turner’s remarks were 
along the usual lines taken by Social­
ists in this campaign.

Nothing new was brought forth 
regarding the railway issues in the 
campaign now before the people.

When Mr. Oliver rose to speak he 
received a round of applause. His 
address was logical and convincing 
and without doubt made a most 
favorable impression upon the minds 
of his hearçrs. He went over the 
proposed railway policy" of the ,gov­
ernment, comparing it step by step 
"with, that proposed by his party.

opposition, being voted down by the 
government. He pausA long en­
ough in his arguments to state that 
he would give' $100 to anyone who 
could point out tn him ox the audi­
ence a»ny provision in the contract 
which made a distinction between 
«bite arid colored laboA A voice from 
the gallery where W. R. Ross waa sit­
ting, asked : “Where did you get the 
money/John?” Quick as a flash, came 
back the answer: “I worked for it, sir, 
earned it as X earned all the money I 
possess. I would have the gentle­
man understand I was bom in Eng­
land and went to work for my living 
at the age of eleven and haye earned 
it< ever since. I can handle a pick, 
shovel, drill or sledge h-fiminer or any 
other tooTwoticmen -ere used to han­
dle. I am not ashamed of such a 
record and of having to work to make 
my money,”

These statements brought rounds of 
cheers from the audience. The- per­
son who put the question must have 
regretted very much having given 
Mr. -Oliver this opportunity of telling 
the miners of the Fernie district that 
he has been a miner, could! appreciate 
their position from his point of view 
aand his own experience. Mr. Oliver 
left on Sunday by the flyer in order 
to reach Vancouver Iby Monday to ful­
fil his engagements there. The cam­
paign is progressing most favorably. 
The fight is now bètween A. I. Fisher 
and John Harrington, Socialist can­
didate. The Independent Labor pgrty 
have endorsed Mr. Fisher, having de: 
cided not to run a candidate.

Paris, Nov. 14.—Mme. Margherita 
Steinheil was acquitted by a jury at 
an early hour this morning of the 
murder of her husband, Adotohe 
Steinheil, a noted painter, and ner 
step mother, Mme. Japy. The verdict 
was renderd at 12.55 a.m., after two 
and a half hours deliberation, during 
which the jury summoned the presid­
ent of the court for explanations, 
thus proving that the original major­
ity was for conviction.

To some degree the sentiment and 
a crowded court room favored the 
prisoner, and the delay caused much 
apprehension. With the first appear­
ance of the jury, however, several rf 
whom were smiling and an instinc­
tive feeling of acquittal flashed 
through the court room.

Stein­
heil, embraced his colleagues. Men 
and women in the rear of the hall 
jumped and called, “bring in the ac­
cused.” Finally two minutes passed 
before the black robed figurewith a 
white face appeared in the doorway? 
supported on either side by a gen­
darme. The woman prisoner swayed 
and seemed to be fainting, but in res­
ponse to a wild outburst of cheers 
she lifted her head, and looked about 
smiling faintly -in acknowledgement. 
Then she tottered forward and sank 
on the floor beside the rail. When 
the judge pronounced the verdict, her 
faint murmur of thanks was .hardly 
heard. An instant after M. Aubin 
was over the rail lifting her in .lis 
arms. The crowds surged forward in 

solid wall making the rafters ring 
with cheers.

, Outside the glqomy court tens of 
thousands who h^d been waiting for 
hours took up the cry. Special edi­
tions of the papers spread the news 
like wild fire through the boulevards, 
wjiere thousands more were waiting 
in front of the cafes, and the same 
scenes of rejoicing were witnessed 
there. After being assisted out of the 
court room, Mme., Steinheil was con­
ducted from thf..building by one of 
the numerous subterranean passages. 
Where she was token is not known, 
but probably she was escorted back 
to St: Lazare prison as the French 
procedure requires the formality f 
lifting the bolts, befire the final re­
lease of a prisoner.

This ceremony will take place to­
morrow.
