familiar with modern ‘' methods of
sanitation,

The local authorities, including thej|
police. and soldiers, in former epi-
demics left the people to die; now

they do not care or do not know how'

to maintajn adequate sanitary mea-
sures. Although the central gov-
ernment has issued explicit orders,

and many of them, both supplies and, #

funds . are. “lacking. Japanese and
Russiang have ' both offered = assist-
ance, but ‘“only-in _a few places’
have these offérs been accepted, the
Chinese not liking to receive favors
ifrom foreigners, whoge political mo-
tives they distrust.

Physicians engaged in combatting
the disease are of the opinion that
warm weather will kill the germs,
although this may be only a  tem-
porary respite. If the plague were
of the bubonic .type, the sumimer
heat would serve to augment it, bu-
bonic’ being conveyed by fleas, rats
and other vermin, which thrive in
warm atmospheres.
