London, July 12.—Changes in the
‘English jury system are urged by a
special Government Commission, head-
ed by Lord Mersey. It found that
there is no truth in the popular le-
gend that the legislation was founded
by Alfred the Great.

It 'was decided that-the-average-jury
is still fairly intelligent:andthat the
time is not ripe for abolishing alto-
gether the time- honored Anglo-Saxon
right to trial by jury’ 'The Commis-
sion doubts, however, that the mod-
ern jury should be allowed to deal
with eertain kinds of civil actions.

The balance of opinion is inclined
to imaking the trial by jury less ab-
sclute by preserving it in its un-
restricted form only for - criminal
cases and for civil actions involving
questions of personal character, and
in other. common law civil cases where
the parties to an action agreed 1o

su¢h mode of trial.
The Commission recommends - that

the number of the jury continue to be
twelve ‘but that in the event of thet
death, illness or other default of any §:
mq_mber «ofal jury, the casé be allow- |
ed’ to proceed with-a jury of only
eleven.

The minority -of the  Commission
wanted speeial juries abolished, bes]
canse as it was said, the working
classes distrust  them.
