The King Against William Campbell.
MANSLAUGHTER.

This is an Inquiry held before me

‘to the charge made by the Crown

ainst William Cag:npbell of St.

lm's, for that the accused at St.
John’s on the 11th, day of August
instant feloniously did kill and slay
one John Moyst, a boy of fourteen
years of age.

There were eight witnesses called
for the Crown.

The accident occurred just East of
Butler’'s Bridge on Hamilton Street.
The accused in his motor car with
four others left his residence, Albany,
for the city a little before two o’clock
pm. About thirty yards East of But-
ler’s Bridge a country man’s cart was
stopped off the road on the South Side,
and two barrels, one on top of the
other, stood somewhat further up, on
the North Side of the road. As the
accused was passing between the
cart and the barrels, the deceased
John Moyst, who had been standing
somewhere between the country man’s
horse’s head and the tail of thescart,
(the evidence is conflicting on this
point, some of the witnesses say he
came from the rear of the cart, whilst
others believe he came from further
up towards the horse’s head) started
at a quick rate to cross the road
diagonally, facing eastwardly. The
man in the cart and the men in the
motor car shouted to the boy, but he,
being deaf, did not hear or heed the
warning cries, and continued on.
Some part of the front of the car
struck him, and both wheels on the
right hand side, pased over his body,
killing him almost instantly. The car
was stopped within its own length.
One of the principal witnesses for
the Crown, who was in the car at
the time, and who shouted a warning
to the boy, when he saw him start to
run across the road, stated the car
could not have been stopped from the
time the boy was seen until he was
struck, and that the accident was un-
avoidable.

The accused in his statement
swore, as he approached Butler’s
Bridge, he blew his motor horn, which
ijs an electric siren, and the car was
going at the time at the rate of about
seven or eight miles an hour. When
the motor car got opposite the coun-
try man’s cart, a boy came out quick-
ly, as the accused believed from be-
hind the cart, and started crossing
the road diagonally, facing East. As
he caught sight of the boy, he ap-
plied both brakes, hand and foot which
acted at once, and shouted to ‘the
boy, but the front wheel on the right
hand side of the car struck the boy
and the car passed over his body.
From the time he saw the boy first,
there was no opportunity to swerve
the car.

All the witnesses swear the' car
was going at a medium or moderate
rate ef speed, and the majority of them
heard the horn blowing near the
bridge. Their statements contain no
evidence of negligence or reckless-
ness on the part of the accused.

In Inquiries of this mnature, the
character of the evidence necessary to
be submitted by the Prosecution in
order to obtain a committment of the
accused, is well defined.

“Manslaughter by negligence oc-
“curs when a person is doing any-
“thing dangerous in itself, or has
“charge of anything dangerous in it-

“self, and conducts himself in regard
“to it in such a carless manner as to
“be guilty of culpable negligence.”
(Cox Criminal Casés, Vol. 16, Page
306.) /

“Where death results in consequence
“of a negligent act, to create respon-
“sibility, the charge of negligence must
“be so gross as to amount to reckless-
“ness: Mere inadvertence would not
“suffice to create criminal liability.”
(Arch. Criminal Practice 1910, Page
892.)

The questions I have here to decide
are: Does the evidence submitted raise
a strong and probable presumption of
guilt? Has the Crown evidence of neg-
ligence amounting to recklessness?
Has the prosecution made out a prima
facie case against the accused?

No evidence of negligence or reck-
lessness has been submitted by the
Crown in this inquiry. The mere
happening of the accident is not suf-
ficient evidence of neglect on the part
of the accused. The Prosecution must
produce some affirmative evidence of
negligence on the part of the accused
before I can commit him for trial. The
prosecution has not made out a prima
facie case against the accused. I there-
fore dismiss the charge and release
the accused.
