Hiding in the heavily-tim­
bered Princess island of the 
Bow river, within a mile of 
the business centre of Calgary, 
a man believed to be Dick 
Lyons, slayer of Brakeman 
Roy J. Blair, lay for hours last 
night in a drizzling rain, sur­
rounded on all sides by armed 
men. His capture or death— 
should he prove to De the 
murderer—is expected today.

The man believed to be Ly- 
one landed on the island from 
rowboat shortly after io 
o’clock last night. The land­
ing on the unfrequented 
island was noticed by several 
persons and the police 
promptly notified. A pla­
toon of men was sent to the 
scene by Chief Cuddy, and 
these were joined by Royal 
Northwest Mounted police 
and armed civilians. A dou­
ble line of pickets was 
stretched along the river and 
the man’s escape, is almost 
impossible.

The police do not believe 
that Lyons—if it be he—will 
be taiken alive. To his cqrn,- 
panion-at the time of Tfit- -tar­
der, Lyon declared that he 
would fight until all his bul­
lets were gone save two, and 
would then use one on a po­
liceman and the other on him­
self.

.Ottawa, August 1.—The declara­
tion of officers of the Grand Trunk 
that they object to taking over 
the Winnipeg'Superior junction 
section of the National Transcon­
tinental until the whole Winnipeg- 
Moncton section has been complet­
ed, has caused much talk here but 
so far as can be learned, the gov­
ernment has not been officially 
advised of the company’s object­
ions. If the G. T. P. insists that 
under the terms of the contract, 
it cannot be compelled to take 
over the completed section of the 
line, the dispute is likely to be 
settled by either arbitration or a 
reference to the courts.

Under the terms of the contract 
entered into between the late gov­
ernment and the company, provis­
ion is made for the arbitration of 
any disputes which may arise in 
connection wth the interpretation 
of the contract. Under this sec­
tion of the act an arbitration 
board of which Collingwood 
Schreiber was the chairman» was 
named to deal with the dispute 
which arose as to the classifica­
tion of excavated material 
Briefly stated, the facts of the pres­

ent case are that the chief engineer 
of the Transcontinental, Gordon Grant, 
has reported that the sections in

. ybeirtg; o^era^ed by the G T P, but as 

contractors fbr. the construction work 
fâthèr than lessees.

On the strength of the engineer’s 
report, an order in council was passed 
last week calling upon the G T. P. to 
take over the section and stipulated 
that in the «’vent of the Grand Trunk 
Pacific not exercising within thirty 
days from August 1, its right under 
clause three of the statutory agree­
ment, to take a lease of the said por­
tions of the lin©, the commissioners 
be authorized to make such arrange­
ments as they think best-

The whole thing, apparently centres 
around an interpretation of clause 3 
of the agreement.

This provides that, “pending the 
completion of the eastern division by 
the government, the company shall be 
entitled to lease from the commission 
and to operate such portions of the 
eastern division as may be from time 
to time completed.”

The section further states that “the 
terms shall be such as may be agreed 
upon, but not to be more oneious 
than those governing the lease of the 
whiole line, and at all times subject 
to the paramount right of the com­
mission to use and operate the same 
without payment of tolls or other 
compensation.”

Last week's order in council was 
prepared by the justice department 
on the strength of engineer’s certifi­
cates and the provisions of the act. 
Two things seem reasonably clear, 
namely, that the company “is entitled” 
to lease the section if it so desires

London, August i.—Sir Edward Grey, the foreign secre­
tary, speaking in the house of commons today on the atrocities 
in connection with the rubber industry in the Putumayo district, 
said that the British government did not desire to rest content 
with making the facts public, but had done all possible through 
diplomatic means to impress Peru with the undesirability of 
permitting such a state of affairs to continue.

The British government, he said, is keeping in the closest 
touch with the United States in this matter, and public opinion 
in the United States would undoubtedly prove a potent factor 
in the preventing of a recurrence.

It has been arranged for the British and American consuls to 
leave together on August 5 for Putumayo and the consuls’ pres­
ence in that district would be a guarantee that the horrors would 
not be repeated without the world knowing it.

NAVADANS FLEE TO HILLS jCMS RECEIPTS FOR
FI TORRENT

Reno, August 1.—Advices from Love­
lock state that a high wall of water 
swept through the towns of Mazuma 
and Seven Troughs today, causing the 
inhabitants to flee to the hills. It is 
not known whether any were killed, 
as communication is interrupted.

Water is said to be seven feet deep 
in Mazuma, and most of the able bod­
ied men have gone in autojnobiles to 
search for victims and rendsr aid. It 
is believed in Lovelock that several are 
killed. Traffic was interrupted and 
telegraphic communication was upset 
In western Nevada today.

FORTY FIREMEN OVERCOME 
AT MONTREAL FIRE

Nearly Suffocated by Ammonia; 
Fumes and Smoke; Are 

Now Out of Danger

Meat Packing Plant and Much 
Meat Destroyed; Loss in the 

Neighborhood of $200,000
Montreal, Aug. 1.—Forty firemen, 

including officers of the force, were 
overcome by fumes of ammonia and 

! clouds of smoke from burning lard 
I and meat during a fire which raged 

all afternoon in the premises of the 
Montreal Abattoirs, Limited, on the 
banks of the canal in Point Ste. Cares.

Many firemen had to be transport­
ed to the city hospital, and tonight 
eleven men are still in various insti­
tutions. All are declared out of dan­
ger, hut it will be several days before 
most of them can return to duty, 
while a few are seriously injured.

The fire was not extinguished un­
til nearly six o’clock this evening. It 
started shortly after noon as the men 
were leaving for lunch and is thought 
to have originated from an overturned 
pan of boiling grease.

The entire brigade was called out 
to fight the flames and the fire was 
which it started, the packing plant, a 
four story brick building which was 
destroyed. The plant contained the 
cold storage department and it was 
from that, the ammonia fumes came. 
The slaughter house was saved. To­
night it was said that no acurate es­
timate of the damage could be given 
but that it would probably approach 
$200,000. There was a very large 
amount of meat stored in the building 
with great quantities of lard. Val­
uable machinery was also ruified.

“Not to be outdone by the 
shrewd Americans from eastern 
and middle western states, English 
capitalists have turned their eyes 
on Alberta as an investment field, 
particularly during the past three 
months. During the last nintey 
days, Englishmen representing 
fully $5.000,000 capital have so­
journed at Banff and all of them 
expressed great surprise at the 
country, many expressing an in­
tention to invest in Alberta land 
before returning to England” 
George Morton Colladay, manager 

of the Mt. Rqyal hotel at Banff, made 
the above statement last night. Col­
laday is in a position to come in per­
sonal contact with the wfilthy vis­
itors from the other side and learn 
their opinions.

“What impresses the English tour­
ists at first is the immense area of 
the country under cultivation- The 
great grain fields were revelations to 
our visitors from the other side,” said 
Colladay, “and the vast area impresses 
upon them the possibilities of future 
development.

‘‘The tourist travel to Banff has 
been almost double that of any other 
year, but the surprising part of it 
is the vast number of wealthy Eng­
lishmen that have come here- Al­
berta’s great resort is rapidly coming 
to be recognized in England as the 
show place of the Dominion.

“Accommodations have been at a 
premium and the travel has been so 
heavy that James Brewster, owner of 
the Mount Royal Hotel, has decided 
to keep the hostelry open all winter 
and will almost double its capacity 
In anticipation of the travel next 
season.”

London, Aug. i.—Winston 
Churchill will make a visit to 
Canada, and it is expected that 
he will proceed to the dominion 
on a warship. The Canadian 
premier, Robert L. Borden, at a 
meeting of the committee for im­
perial defence tonight, which was 
attended by the British prime 
minister and most of the mem­
bers of the cabinet, extended an 
invitation to the ministers to visit 
Canada.

Mr. Asquith said that he would 
not be able to go, but Mr. Church­
ill accepted.

The con­
tract price has not been given out, 
as jt is against the policy of the 
builders to do so, bill it is generally 
understood that the bridge will 
ccii>famut $125,000.
Work is to bê ccMimenced as soon as 

it is possible for th* contractors to get 
equipment and material on the ground 
ând pushed to completion at an early 
date. The new bridge will be located 
less than a quarter-mile below the line 
bridge of the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way. The new bridge of the Grand 
Trunk Pacific, which expects to be 
operating trains into Calgary -by Nov­
ember 1st next, also crosses the river 
not a great distance from the C. P. R. 
bridge and the city bridge.

The Canadian Northern is making 
a strong effort to get the line com­
pleted and in operation into Calgary 
before winter sets in, but the chances 
at the present time appear against the 
plan, because of the large amount of 
concrete work that has to be done yet 
on bridges and culverts.

The Grand. Trunk Pacific has the 
head start in this respect, the, concrete 
piers for both its bridges over the Bow 
river and the mouth of the Elbow 
river having been in for some time.

The Canadian Northern engineers in 
charge of the work, however, have 
practically the grading completed to 
Park View in the other side of the Bow 
river. The steel is down to within 60 
miles of Calgary.

A feature of the banquet was a 
speech of Atty.-Gen. Isaacs, in 
which he classed the visit as an 
object visit and a distinct epoch 
in the history of the empire at a 
time whep. the "watchword of all 
parties must be Britain’s supre­
macy on the sea. *' i j (

The big banquet room of the club 
was completely filled when Mr- Bor­
den rose following Rufus Isaacs. 
The welcome wgfciiiéÿfr}-* cordial when 
he tlîereïations were more
proïiôujjeéd than ever before, and It 
caught the audtenc^ which applauded 
long and loud. The Canadian prem­
ier suggested, amidst cheers, that it 
might be well for British ministers to 
visit Canada.

In closing the noble chairman de­
clared the event as a glorious evening. 
“The club has been much honored In 
the Canadian’s visit,” said he, “and 
had done honor to Itself and the cause 
it represented in having ttys (illus­

I am quite certain we shall look on 
this period as a distinct epoch in the 
history of the whole empire- At the 
present time we are forced against 
our will to expend large sums on arm­
aments, more, particularly on the navy. 
It is not of our seeking, but I am sure 
all liberals agree with the first article

Jail. This wa* announced tonight 
at police headquarters by In*pec- 
tor Hughe*, who said that three 
of his detectives had located him 
at Fleîshmann'w, N. Y„ a summer 
resort, forty-six miles from Kings­
ton, working on a farm. He was 
arrested Just ns lie was about to 
board a train and make his escape. 
The prisoner will be brought down 
to New York on an early train to­
morrow. It was reported at police 
headquarter* that “Lefty” Louie 
and “(sib the Blood”, two of the 
men still at large, had been trheed 
to the name vicinity.
The news that at least one of the 

fugitives had been trapped was re­
ceived With great elation at police j 
headquarters tonight, because of the 
criticism that has been directed to­
ward the police department for their 
failure tp arrest any of the men charg­
ed with the actual killing of the gam­
bler.

Detective Harvey, one of the men 
who arrested Lewis, on the report 
made to Inspector Hughes over the 
long distance telephone, said that the 
prisoner refused to talk about the as­
sassination of Rosenthal, and denied all 
knowledge of even the slightest de­
tails of the murder. Lewis seemed 
much depressed by his arrest, and ex­
pressed surprise that he had fallen 
into the hands of the police. He had 
very little money.
