20. Your nghteousness shall exceed
It ie & lamentable fact that the right
eousness of the seribes and Pharisees
consisted principally in keeping the let-
ter of the law, but at the same time
they explained away the more import
ant portions of the law. Jesus empho-
sises the necessity of observing not sim-
ply the let of the law but also the
wpirit of it. Jesus pronounced a woe
upon the scribes and Pharisee:, not for
giving attention to the smaller matters
of the law, such as paying “tithes of
mint and aniee and summin,” but for
omitting “the weightier matter of the
law, judgment, mercy and faith.” They
should have paid attention to both the
great and small. Ye shall in no case
enter into the kingdom of heaven—No
imposaibility was required of the scribes
and Pharicees. l1le was able to keep
the law 8o as to please the Lord, hence,
if he was excluded from the kingdom of
heaven, it was because he refused to
do and to be what God required of him.
In connection with, and more important
than, the keeping of the law outwardly
is heving the heart brought into harm-
mony with God, This is the great con
dition of entrance into the kingdom.

brought out and placed in this way. Tn-
gtead, however, of the demand lee
it seems to be increasing. Cur
tion and experience convinee us that,
while there may be many explanations
of this regrettable faet, the one out-
standing reason is the practice of em-
ploying men for six or eight moniis of
the year and then turning them ount to
find situatione elsewhere for the balanee
of their time. This worke out in such
a way that the men who have been em-
ployed on the farms now seem to gravi
tate to towns and cities in the winter

VICTORY DENIED.

Rome, May 13.——An official note to-da
declares that the pretended Turkish de
spatch received from the Governor of
