CORBIN'S 7IC BRIDGE

To Carry thie iLong Isiand Railway
Into New York.

It Will Eave Four Tracks with Carriage
Ways ard Footpaths.

(New York Times.)

The bridge that the Long Island Rail-
road (ompany has for so long contem-
plated tuuding acress the East River and
Biackweli’s Isiand has at last passed
beyond the stage of speculation and sur-
mise, and will soon become a reality.

The formor plans and ideas that Austin
Corbin and his associates had, and upon
which it was thought that a bridge would
be built, have been considerably changcd
and work has already been ccmmenced on
the bridge under the more thoroughly
matured plans.

The first ecofferdam, or caisson, har al-
ready been zunk on the west side of Black-
well’s Island. 1t was sunk about a menth
ago, and is now ready for pumping opera-
tions preparatory to starting the building
of the firet pier.

The second pier will be on the esast side
of Blackweil’s Island, and the cofferdam for
thiz will be sunk tomorrow on the midcay
tide, The coflerdams for the piers which
are to be on the shores of this city and Lovg
Island will be ready within the next four
or five werks,

The s'x piers that will support the bridge
will be built of great blocks of Connecticut
granite, and will contain in all 1,026,000
cubic feet—810,000 cubic feet in the four
main piers, and 216,000 cubic feet in the
two anchor piers.

The platferm of the biidge will carry 2
trackway in the ecenter with four tracks
upon it, and carriage ways and footpaths
on each eide of it.

The weight of the steel to Le used in tl
bridge proper wili be 53,000,000 pounds,
and the steel to be used in the viaducts,
approaches, on the New York and Loug
Island ends will weigh 25,000,000 pounds.
