. Ottawa, June 14.—Yesterday after­
noon the Commons of Canada bid 
formal farewell to the Earl and Coun- 
tess of Aberdeen. After the proroga­
tion ceremony in the Upper Chamber, 
the speaker of the senate, in French, 
and the speaker of the commons in 
English, read to his excellency the joint 
address passed by tooth houses.

To this his excellency replied as fol­
lows:

The source and character of this ad­
dress combine to render it conspicuous 
and memorable in my estimation as an 
expression, a token to toe prized with 
no ordinary sense of satisfaction and 
appreciation. The mere fact that this 
manifestation has emanated from the 
two houses of parliament would render 
it interesting and significant; but this 
is not one of those occurrences or pro­
ceedings where the action itself is 
everything, and the manner and 
method of its performance of compara­
tively little account. A declaration of 
your well known loyalty to the Queen 
and of goodwill towards her represen­
tative is doubtless something to foe 
welcomed with great satisfaction, but 
in addition to that aspect of the mat­
ter you have offered assurances of in- 
discriminating kindness, which cannot 
fail to be gratefully received by those 
to whom these evidently sincere and 
cordial expressions are addressed.
