out Instruction. FIRST MEETING HELDCopenhagen, Feb. 14.—The prolonged negotiations between 
James O’Grady, representing Great Britain, and M. Litvinoff, on 
behalf of the Russian Soviet Government, ended in an agreement 
signed Thursday, under which British war prisoners in Russia 
will be released and British civilians repatriated, and Russian war 
prisoners in England will be released, and Great Britain will pro­
vide transport for the repatriation of Russian prisoners in neutral 
countries. It was also arranged that the Archangel Government 
should exchange Bolshevik prisoners for “white” prisoners held 
by the Bolsheviki.

New York, Feb. 14.—Porcupine from 
Algonquin Park, a contribution from 
the Grand Trunk Railway, was the 
piece do resistance last night at the 
annual dinner of the Canadian Camp.

F. L. POLK SUCCEEDS Council of League Transacts 
Its Initial International 

Business.

May Act Only For Short Time 
Owing To Poor 

Health. London, Feb. 14.—The council of the 
League of Nations transacted its first 
international business in St. James's 
Palace yesterday with the naming of 
Elihu Root as one of twelve inter­
national jurists to be invited to form a 
committee for planning the organization 
of a world court of justice. The United 
States was not represented at the 
council.

The meeting was for the purpose of 
making public and openly ratifying the 
results of the council's secret delibera- 
tions.

Leon Bourgeois of France, reviewing 
previous attempts to establish an Inter­
national tribunal capable of settling 
amicably disputes between nations, 
said:

"In spite of its title The Hague court 
is not a court of justice and is still less 
a permanent court.

"It Is for the League of Nations, an 
outcome of the war of nations, to estab­
lish a permanent court. This league 
will be set free from all national pre­
occupations for the exercise of its sov­
ereign jurisdiction, will be calculated to 

; remove all anxieties and will guarantee 
against attack the principle of the 
equality of nations."

A resolution was adopted which, while 
affirming that the neutrality of a mem­
ber of the league was incompatible with 
the principle that all members would 
be obliged to co-operate in enforcing 
respect for their engagements, recog­
nizes that Switzerland is in a unique 
situation, based on tradition of several 
centuries, which has been explicitly in­
corporated in the League of Nations.

ZEMSTVO REGIME IN 
CONTROL OF AFFAIRS 
IN NORTHERN RUSSIA

Vladivostok, Feb. 14.—Severe weath­
er, blizzards and snowstorms In the 
last few days have crippled out-door 
revolutionary demonstrations. All gov. 
ernment organizations are acclaiming 
their allegiance to the Zemstvo regime.

Attempts at rioting, robbery, or un­
authorized searches or arrests are to 
be suppressed immediately.

The central bureau of the trade 
unions here passed a resolution sup­
porting the government.

Nearly all Russian officers arrested 
Saturday, including high officers of 
Rozanov’s staff, have been released. 
Those who are unwilling to recognize 
the new regime were repatriated and 
will go to Japan or China. Rozanov 
remains a refugee at Japanese head­
quarters. Naval officers and their fami­
lies, who boarded a steamer and put 
to sea early Saturday morning are re­
ported to have reached Japan. Those 
fleeing took quantities of government 
gold, officers of the new government.

One hundred and fifty revolutionist 
soldiers have been added to the Inter­
national military police force, which 
continues police duty within the city. 
Communistic and anarchistic procla­
mations continue to be scattered In the 
streets occasionally but their effect has 
not been evident. A meeting announced 
by one of the anarchists' proclamation 
for last night was unattended. Rail- 
ways are clear to Chita with the trans­
portation unhindered and American 
engineers are in complete control, 
working harmoniously with revolution­
ist authorities in the evacuation of 
American and Czech troops.
