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AGAIN TAKING LUNBER

Capetown Once More Giving Lum-
ber Orders to British Col-
umbia Mills.

Steamer Dirigo Arrives With the
Last Crowd of Miners to
Leave Dawson*

Cape Town, South Africa, is again
taking British Columbia lumber, having
for the past year or so ordered little or
any from this province. Puget Sound
mills have controlled the trade during the
-period mentioned, but seems now in a
fair way of losing some of it. There are
two vessels at present under way to this
port, which will receive cargo for that
point and. these will be due to arrive in
the near future. They are the John
Smith and the John A. Briggs, the for-

mer being 526 tons register and the lat-
ter 1,990 tons register. - The John Smith
is en route from Taku, whither she sailed
with a British Columbia cargo last June,
and the John A. Briggs reached Honolu-
1u from Sydney in early Septembér. Two
_other recent lumber charters are the
Helen Denny and J. B. Brown, the for-
mer a carrier of 1,407 tons &nd the lat-
ter 728 tons. - Both are coming from,
Australia via Honolulu.

LAST BIG CROWD.

The passengers who made -the trip
frcm Dawson to White Horse rapids on
the steamer Flora, the last vessel to
attempt the trip this season, reached
here yesterday morning on the steamer
Dirigo. The river was still open when
they left Dawson on October 8, several
steamers having arrived from down the
river. Others were going down the
river as far as thé ice would permit, to
winter. With the large decrease in
the population of Dawson, and the abun-
dance of provisions that had arrived and
was arriving, there need be no danger
of anyone going hungry this winter.
Typhoid fever, however, was still rag-
ing..

FOUND DEAD.

Body of a Man Discovered in the Woods
Near‘the Naval Hospital,

The dead body of a man apparently a
miner was found in the bush yesterday
by Dr. Kirker, who came across it while
shooting about a quarter of a mile past
the Naval hospital. The body was some
fifty yards from the E. & N. track and
the man had been dead for four or five
days. Death probably resulted from heact
disease, but the ingquest to-day will set-
tle this dificulty. The body was that
of a man about fifty years old, five feet
in height, grizzly black hair and thin
beard. The outer clothes were a pair
of blue overalls, a checked jumper and
a pair of miners’ shoes. Sergt Langley
went out to investigate, but the body
was not identified by any one. The in-
quest is at the Naval hospital to-day.

VISITING THE COAST.

A Toronto Capitalist Who Has Been
Looking After His Interests in
British Columbia.

Mr. Robert Jaffray, one of the proprie-
tors of the Toronto Globe and who has
large interests in the. interior of the prov-
ince especially -since the Crow’s. Nest
railway has been under construction,
was in town yesterday and left this
morning for home. Mr. Jaffray this trip
visited Nélson, the Rossland district and

the Boundary Creek country, and says
that even since his visit last April he
notices a wonderful amount of progress.
He is particularly struck with the huge
bodies of ore in the Boundary count.y,
and says if the value is in the ore they
will astonish people now that railway
communication i§ getting in to allow
economical development. Mr, Jaffray’s
special reason for coming to Vancouver
Island this time was to see Nanaimo as
he had not before visited the coal mines
there. He has been away so long from
home this trip that he cannot afford the
time to see the mining districts, but he
mentioned that a friend of his, Mr. Chris-
tie, of the well known firm of Christie,
Brown & Co., is interested in Texada is-
land. It is probable that on his next
visit to Victoria Mr. Jaffray will spend
some time on the Coast.

BACK FROM OMINECA.

The Canadian Development Company’s
Party Return Last Evening. ’

Six members of a party of eight pros-
pectors who went into the Omineca
country by way of Ashcroft for the

Canadian Development company, re-
turned to the city last evening. They
came out by way of Stewart lake and
Quesnelle. The party were late in
starting, but succeeded in reaching the
headwaters of the Omineca, where they
found seme rich quartz le&ges, but did
not have sufficient time to prospect for
placer diggings. They left the head-
waters of the Omineca river about the
middle of September, and even as early
as that the cold weather was setting in.
What little grass had been left was
nipped by the frost, and as a result there
was no feed for the horses, a large num-
ber of which the party had with them.
They lost in all 21 horses, which dropped
along the route from weakness brought
on by starvation. The men who reached
here last evening were John S. Price,
John Jervis, J. J. Carew, W. A, Harris,
J. J. Stephen and W. Carlyon. The
other members of the party came out
by way of Hazelton.

Speaking of their trip last evening, the
men said the Ashcroft route was cer-
tainly .not the way to reach Omineca.
They had a great deal of difficulty get-
ting the pack animals through, the trails
being overgrown and covered wigh fallen
trees. In fact, they had practically to
cut new trails. After reaching the water
route on the way out, all was compara-
tively plain sailing, although all the way
from the Omineca river they met with
considerable snow and rain. i
Their gentle action and goed effect on
the system really make them a perfect
little pill.

A Difference of Opinion Among the
Aldermen as to the School
Troubles.

Varions Estimates for Bridges
Across Rock Bay Submitted
by the Engineer.

The school board squabble was one of
the things that came up in the city
couneil meeting last night, and the dis-
cussion showed that there was some
dissention among the aldermanic ranks
on the question, There was some divi-
sion of opinion, too, over what constitut-
ed the powers of the board of health, and
Ald. Williams is going to look the law
up this week, so as to be in a position
to know just what is_what when the
question comes up at thg‘ next meeting.

The first letter read was from the

Ge¢ntlemen,—The above council, repre-
senting all the labor organizations in the
city of Victoria, and having the true in-
terests of the workingmen at heart, as
well as the welfare and advancement of
this our great city, respectfully beg leave
to ask the favorable consideration of
your honorable body for the .reasonable
request embodied in the resolution ap-
pended hereto of Victoria Typographical
Union, No. 201, submitted to us for ap-
proval, and which it affords us _great plea-
sure to endorse in every particular, be-
lieving the same to. be in _the best
interest, not only of the city 1ts_e1t, but
of the workingmen most vitally interest-
ed therein. G. A. COLDWELL.

The resolution read: ‘Resolved, that
the council be urgently requested to
have all city printing done by offices that
are entitled to use the label of the Typo-
graphical Union, and that a deputation
from’ the ‘council wait upon your ho‘x,mr-
able body in conjunction with them.

He was moving
this not in' a spirit of antagonism to
anyone but:just to try and bring about
peace, If the question at difference was
submitted to a judge all he would say
was that the law was not very.clear and
the city had better pay the school board
the money 'and get the legislature to
amend the law. If the Mayor approved
of the motion it would not have been
out of order.

The Mayor replied that at the confer-
ence the city’s legal advisers had said
the best way to do was to amend the
expenditure by-law s0-as to make the
$43,000 for the school board a general
sum instead of specifying in it how much
was for general purposes and how muczh
for teachers’ salaries. That would allow
of part of the money set aside for teach-
ers’ salaries to be used for paying the
“janitors.

Ald. Kinsman, who had seconded Ald.
Bragg’s motion for giving the trustees
the whole $46,000 instead of going into
court over the matter. However, the mo-
tion was ruled out as already stated.

"Then on' the recommendation of the
Mayor Ald. McGregor asked leave to
introduce a by-law to amend the expen-
diture by-law. This was to place the
$43,000 at the disposal of the trustees
in a lump sum.

SUGAR' SHIPS CALLED FOR.

Proposed importations From Australia
Altogether Beyond Capacity of
Established Line.

The agent of the Manauenses Mr.
Frank Richards, in dealing with the

probable . expansion of trade, when .ad-
dressing the Vancouver merchants,
made this reference to sugar:

The Miowera carried the first ship-
ment of sugar from Australia for this
season. One firm sold 6,000 tons. It
will polarize at 94 or over, and the
preferential duty will give an advantage
of 17 shillings per ton. ' It is too early
to be able to determine what the total
surplus of "Queensland will be, but it is
considered from 10,000 to 15,000 tons
will be shipped to British Columbia, and
that the Canadian preferential duty will
be worth. $50,000 directly to the sugar
growers of that colony, besides the in-
finitely greater benefit. of maintaining
the price of their ¢rop in the Australian
market. -

The present line of steamers. cannot
carry 10,000 tons during the ‘season, and
it is probable that a special steamer will
be put on from the sugar ports direct
for Vancouver.

Terms Upon Which the Manauense
Company Will Establish Pro-
posed New Service.

Free Wharfage, No Taxation and
a Guarantee on the Com-
pany’s Bonds.

At a meeting of the merchants of
Vancouver, held at the board of trade
rooms, to discuss with the owners of
the steamship Manauense the question
of establishing a permanent line be-
tween Vancouver and San Francisco,
and also a line to northern ports, Mr.
Frank Richards, on behalf of the
Manauense owners, gave an address,
going into detail to show the possibilities
of the trade, and then stated the cum-
pany’s request, as follows:

“We do not ask the people of Van-
couver to put their hands in their pock-
ets for a single cent. We ask for con-
cessions for the future. We ask for
free wharfage at a city wharf when
made, or we will make the wharf for the
city; freedom from taxation for 30
years; free water supply, and a guar-
antee, which really does not affect the
city financially; a guarantee of 3 per
cent. on debenture stock to the extent
of one-fifth only of our capital for 10
years, and in exchange for this we pro-
pose to give the city absolute security
by making over the mail subsidy to the
city. This matter is really in the
hands of the city itself. -If the citizens
support us, as they undoubtedly - will,
their own countrymen, in a direct and
punctual, well-equipped line of steamers,
then there will be a dividend paid on the
capital invested.

“'This guarantee is a sine qua non,
and surely the Dominion government
will give their own <countrymen the
p_l;fterence in regard to the mail sub-
sidy.

“The question will assuredly be asked
as to the amount of capital we propose
to embark. In the first instance we are
asking for one and a half million dollars,
but we only want a guarantee on a de-
benture stock of $250,000. The city’s
annual liability would be about $7,500
for 20 years, and we think the whole
of this amount can be covered by a\mail
subsidy.

“ We are thus brought to the root of
the whole question. You are at pres-
ent fostering foreign -competition, and
we must bear this governing truth in
mind. Once set a line going, and the
influx of commerce results, orders for
produce come in, and you add to the
prosperity of the ¢ity and secure a well-
earned competence for yourselves,

“ Qur position, then, is to establish a
first-class line of ships and take charge
of the San Francisco trade, and alse to
establish a permanent well-equipped line
to Northern ports and build lake and
river boats to carry your freight through
to Dawson City, and as further develop-
ments permit, to establish other lines.
You hawe already a guarantee of . our
good faith.

“Dear Sir,—With reference to your
appointment as postmaster for Dawson
City, I wish it to be understood that it
is a condition of your appointment, and
of your continuance in office, that you
do not, directly or indirectly, through
the medium of any corporation, rela-
tive, friend, or other person, acquire by
lease, purchase, license, permit, occupa-
tion, or any other manner whatever, any
interest in any mining lands, mineral,
or timber lands, or ‘any other of the
public domain in the Yukon district.
Moreover, your conduct whilst in the
seryice of this department must be such
as to not in the slightest degree give
rise even to an unfounded smspicion in
the public mind that you are in any
way, directly or indirectly, acquiring any
interests that are above forbidden. For
this reason you will be expected and re-
quired not to interfere by way of advice,
influence or. in any other way, in con-
nection with the dealings of any person
with any government officer in respect
tv any interests acquired, or desired to
be acquired, by any such person; and
generally you are to understand that the
spirit of your appointment is such that
in the event of the department being led
to believe ‘that any violation of the in-
stinctions herein contained has taken
pince, your-office will at once be vacateq,
and with such violation you will forfeit
the right to be paid or allowed your re-
turn expenses from Dawson City.
