A severe storm passed over Lumby on

Beginning with the early Greek 
idea of the world as a flat disk, surround­
ed by the river Oceanus, he showed how it 
was gradually modified by the notion of 
the spherical form of the earth and the in­
crease of knowledge generally, till in the 
second century we found on Ptolemy’s 
great map the first conception of that Ant­
arctic continent which had given rise to so 
many daring explorations, says the London 
Times.

Then followed a long period of Intellec­
tual sleep, the depth of which was illus­
trated from two maps In which the earth 
was again represented flat as a pancake. 
The lecturer then referred to the voyages 
of the Portuguese, and described how Vasco 
de Gama’s discovery of the open sea route 
cut off Africa from the Antarctic conti­
nent.

After a mention of the theorizing of the 
slxteeneh century, including Leon da Vin­
ci’s lucky guess at the form of the land 
under the southern pole, he described the 
Spanish attempts to find an independent 
passage to the Spice Islands, and told how 
Magellan, who missed Australia by about 
100 miles, showed that the continents of 
the north were out off from the Antarctic 
continent. In 1722 a French expedition 
was sent to look for the supposed far 
southern land, and later the two expedi­
tions of Kergnelan resulted In the discov­
ery and occupation of the land of desola­
tion

But It was not only the French army 
who were seized with the Idea of the great­
ness of the southern land. A Scotchman 
named Dalrymple was so convinced of the

There are, it is said, 
only about 500 fishermen who make their 
home permanently on the banks of the 
Fraser, while 6,000 men are required in 
the midst of the fishing season. By the 
regulations now in existence the men 
who have come from all over the prov­
ince to engage in the industry will be 
shut out, as they could not afford to visit 
the fishing grounds in April and W'ib un­
til June for work to commence, ’’’bp 
question of alien labor does not enter 
into the matter, as all parties agree that 
lice uses should be given to only British 
subjects. In addition to the licenses 
given to individual fishermen it is but 
fair to state that each cannery is allow­
ed ten licenses, but this is a considerable 
reduction from the forty licenses to 
which at one time we believe they were 
entitled.

There has been too much of a disposi­
tion on the part of the Dominion govern­
ment to regulate the British Co!” - Va 
fisheries and canneries without regard 
to the competition to which they are 
subjected by similar interests across the 
border-line. It is not asked that the 
Canadian fishermen should be allowed 
the nse of trap nets, which contribute so 
much to the prolific catch of the Ameri­
cans, but it does seem reasonable that 
among British subjects there ought to 
he unrestricted trade in.fishing licenses. 
If this should tend to deplete the fisher 
les. then the price of the licenses might 
well be raised from ten to say fifteen dol­
lars and the proceeds devoted to the 
maintenance of hatcheries on a larger 
and more efficient basis. In most indus­
tries where the product is so largely ex­
ported as is canned salmon, no restric­
tion would be placed upon the imports 
of raw material and this trade is one 
.•well adapted to the working of a rebate 
upon exports. . The salmon canners do a 
great deal for British Columbia and for 
that matter the Dominion, and are en­
titled to the best consideration of the 
government.
